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us, and strengthened the Turkish banks. In the past, the Turkish
banks were not adequately equipped to work with the maritime
industry, neither would they force their conditions for they did not
prefer working with it. Today, however, almost everyday a bank
comes to us with different proposals and offers relating to our
newbuildings within and out of the country.

NO MATERIAL INCENTIVES, BUT… 

I believe that not only 2008, but also the future will be
remarkable in terms of the maritime industry. The 58th and the
59th governments attached very much importance to maritime in
all aspects from education to restructuring of the Undersecretariat
of Maritime Affairs. I believe that all positive indicators such as
the decrease in expenses relating port services, fuel without the
Private Consumption Tax (OTV), allocation of new land, provision
of support, privatizations, improvement of the fishermen’s shelters,
new marinas, rapid development of the ship-yacht building
industry, development of the sea tourism are the benefits provided
by this government. There were no material incentives, but they
opened new prospects for the industry through restructuring
activities and exemptions. While old vessels are being operated on
one hand, shipyards are fully booked for newbuildings until 2011-
2012 on the other, and the fleet gradually expands. I believe that
the Turkish shipping industry will be among the top 10 and
provide over 25 billion dollars of input by 2010.

Yacht building industry forges ahead rapidly in Turkey, such that,
I assert that Turkey will become a yacht building center in the
world by 2010.

COMMON SENSE SHOULD BE USED

In my opinion, the biggest problem of Turkey is the increasing
interest in sensational news. And it is interesting that all news are
somewhat related to the weaknesses of a political party that
successfully got through the elections. It is as if they want to create
unrest and play off against the ethnic groups. I guess some will be
pleased with it. But, I believe comments on these matters should be
made more wisely and advisedly. Definitely, we should lay the
groundwork for rapprochement with a political party elected by
Turkey in such an environment of economic stability and security.
We should discuss the problems and solution proposals and find the
core of the problem. Everyone who care about democracy and do
not want to make concessions from it should accept the concept
called the “Common Sense”. We need to debate, not fight, and
then, with common sense, to struggle. I cannot understand how
moving the Central Bank of Turkey to Istanbul can be correlated
with laicism, and why they try to trouble the waters. 

FINANCIAL DISCIPLINE NEVER LEFT THE TRACK 

I believe that privatization is a big leap that requires courage. 
If only this courage had been shown years ago! To tell the truth, 
a significant financial discipline has been established in Turkey for
the last five years and it has never left the track. No new money
minted, GNP increased, inflation dropped, value of US dollar
against Turkish currency decreased. These are significant indicators
in public sense. I am a businessman and actually, if I look at the

MAL‹ D‹S‹PL‹N RAYINDAN H‹Ç ÇIKMADI

Özellefltirme konusunun cok büyük bir at›l›m ve cesaret ifli oldu¤u-
na inan›yorum. Keflke bu cesaret y›llar önce gösterilseydi. E¤ri otu-
rup, do¤ru konuflal›m; Türkiye’de son 5 y›ld›r çok ciddi bir mali di-
siplin oluflturuldu ve hiç ray›ndan ç›kmad›. Para bas›lmad›, GSMH
artt›r›ld›, enflasyon indi, dolar düfltü. Bunlar kamusal anlamda son
derece önemli göstergeler. Ben ifl adam›y›m ve asl›nda konuya bu
kimli¤imle bakarsam, dolar›n düflmesinden memnun olmamam ge-
rekir. Ama toplumsal olarak meseleleri irdelersek, piyasalarda çok
ciddi bir güven ve istikrar ortam›n›n yarat›ld›¤›n› kabul etmeliyiz. 

Bizim ülkemizde gündem çok çabuk de¤iflti¤i için, baz› fleyler gö-
zard› ediliyor, unutuluyor. Ekonomik dengeleri hassaslaflt›ran ve
kabul etmemiz gereken bir gerçek var; Türkiye petrol konusunda
d›fla ba¤›ml› bir ülke. 1990–2002 y›llar› aras› petrol ortalama fi-
yat› 17 dolard›. fiimdi 65 dolar.

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matter from this standpoint, I should not be pleased with the
decreasing value of the US dollar. But, if we analyze the matters in
terms of the people in general, we should admit that a significant
economic confidence and stability has been achieved in the markets. 

Because the public agenda changes very rapidly in our country,
some things are disregarded and forgotten. There is a reality that
makes the economic balance vulnerable and that we should
acknowledge: Turkey is dependent on outside sources for oil. The
average price of oil was 17 US dollars between 1990 and 2002.
Now, it is 65 US dollars. Again in the same period, Turkey
would pay 9.5 billion dollars for energy and even the smallest
increase would be reflected on the consumer prices. Today, we
pay 22 billion dollar for energy, and only a small portion of this
increase has been reflected on the consumer prices in the last
period. Actually, this is the main source of current deficit. In
other words, difficult things are achieved in Turkey.

MANY THINGS HAVE CHANGED SINCE 2002

• Turkish owned merchant fleet increased from 8.6 million dwt
to 15 million dwt. 

• Number of shipyards increased from 37 to 120, including
those stil under construction. 

• Turkey’s cargo volume has risen from 115 million tons to an
import/export volume of 250 million tons.

• Newbuilding orders placed by the Turkish shipping companies
with the foreign shipyards exceeded 120. &
