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In his welcome speech, Ruhi Duman, Chairman of the
Association, touched on the importance of the agency business

and drew attention to the fact that shipping
agency was a business line that has the
responsibility to represent the flag state and is
so important that it should no be exposed to
negligence and exploitation.

Stating that total of 712 companies had
submitted an application to the
Undersecretariat for Maritime Affairs within
the scope of the Regulations on Shipping
Agencies that came into force in 2005,
Duman pointed out to the fat that 121
companies had not been able to obtain a
certificate of competency yet. Duman said
some companies were unable to obtain the
certificate due to incomplete documents and
8 companies received a sentence due to
manifest overage.

Speaking about the customs overtime fees,
Duman said, “‘Customs directorates will
receive overtime fee for containers and
Ro-Ro with a circular prepared by the
Undersecretariat of Customs this year. We
will bring up this issue to legal bodies. We
believe this circular is completely contrary
to law.” I have a recommendation to
shipping agents. When they submit an
application to the Undersecretariat of
Customs, they should determine the time
themselves and pay the charges accordingly.”

Kenan Turkantos, Deputy Chairman of the Maritime Association
of Shipowners and Agents, pointed out to the fact that different
overtime fees were applied at each customs and that the fees
charged for each declaration had increased. “'Even though the
circular issued by the Undersecretariat of Customs has an article
to the effect that no fees would be charged for declarations,

they charge a fee for declarations and as the amount of these
fees increases they make unjust gains. In spite of our objections,
we are exposed to different applications. We have made our
applications, we will see the results altogether.”
