SAFEDOR’un koordina-

törlü¤ünü Germanischer Lloyd

yürütüyor. Araflt›rma projesi,

Avrupal› flirketlerin modern ge-

milerin dizayn›, inflaat› ve ifllet-

mesi alanlar›nda kilit bir rol

oynad›klar›n› kabul ediyor. Av-

rupal›lar›n uzmanl›¤› ve proje-

ye kat›l›mlar›, özellikle Ro-Ro

yolcu gemileri, kruvaziyer ge-

mileri, gaz tankerleri ve kon-

teyner gemileri gibi güvenli¤in

en yüksek önceli¤e sahip oldu¤u

sofistike gemi tipleri için son

derece güçlü. AB taraf›ndan

desteklenen proje, bir yandan

uluslararas› denizcilik dünyas›-

na fayda sa¤layacak flekilde de-

niz güvenli¤i alan›nda ilerleme

sa¤lamay› hedeflerken, di¤er

yandan Avrupal› flirketlerin re-

kabet edebilirli¤inin artt›r›lma-

s›n› da amaçl›yor. 

R isk-based ship design and

approval are the core

themes of the European

research project SAFEDOR.

The project views safety of

ships as an objective of the

design process and not as a

limitation imposed by stan-

dards or regulations. From 7 -

8 May, 2007, substantial

results were presented at the

mid-term conference in

Brussels with the attendance of

Maritime Experts.  

Risk-based approaches in the

maritime industry are not new

but now being extended and

increasingly utilised within the

shipping sector. A new design

methodology, called risk-based

design, is developed and

applied in SAFEDOR. 

It introduces risk analyses into

the traditional design process

aiming at optimum design

solutions based on 

cost-effective safety.

Approval for risk-based ships

and systems is the second

pillar of SAFEDOR, aiming to

establish the framework to

efficiently approve novel and

risk-based designs with high

planning reliability. The

regulatory framework

comprises process 

descriptions, acceptance

criteria and requirements f

or documentation and

qualification of involved

personnel.

The project has made
considerable progress within
the first half of its four year
term. The two-day conference
jointly organised with the
Royal Institution of Naval
Architects.

About SAFEDOR

A total of 53 project partners
from all sectors of the
maritime industry in Europe
are participating in the
research project "Design,
Operation and Regulation for
Safety". SAFEDOR is
coordinated by Germanischer
Lloyd. The research project
recognises the key role played
by European companies in the
design, construction and
operation of modern, seagoing
vessels. European expertise
and involvement are
particularly strong for those
sophisticated ship types where
safety is afforded the highest
priority, e.g. roll-on/roll-off
passenger ships, cruise ships,
gas tankers and container
ships. While the work of the
EU-funded project is aimed at
achieving advances in
maritime safety that will
benefit the international
shipping community, it is also
envisaged that the
competitiveness of European
companies will be enhanced.

Vessels can be tracked
right down to the berth with
email alerts to the user when
the vessel arrives in any of the
global ‘trigger zones’.

I t was the 21st anniversary of
the 21st Asian Freight and

Supply Chain Awards
(AFSCAs)  and several hun-
dred transport, logistics and
supply chain executives from
around the region gathered at
the ceremony held in Macau
Fisherman's Wharf Convention
and Exhibition Centre, 26
April 2007 to celebrate the
event. The core readership of
the organiser Cargonews Asia
is shippers - importers &
exporters who use freight
transport services - hence the
term, "The Shippers' Choice
Awards'', which is associated
with the AFSCAs.

Held once a year, the AFSCAs
are widely recognised by the
Asian logistics and shipping
industry. Presented by the
publication Cargonews Asia,
the awardees are selected by
readers, who vote for their
favourite companies in the
different categories.

DHL have now won the Best
Express Operator award for 21

consecutive years despite fierce
competition from the other
finalists, FedEx and UPS.
DHL dominated the Asian
Freight & Supply Chain
Awards (AFSCAs), taking
home six trophies, including
the coveted Best Express
Operator title. 

The increasing air freight
volumes passing through
Macau International Airport
saw the operator winning the
Best Emerging Airport award
for airports handling less that
500,000 tonnes a year. With
an average cargo growth of
over 20 percent a year for the
past five years, Macau Airport
was the winner. 

The world's biggest container
carrier, Maersk Line,
maintained its dominance of
the liner awards, taking home
three, including Best Global
Shipping Line. The other two
awards were the 'Best
Shipping Line Asia-Europe'
and 'Best Shipping Line
Transpacific'.

Singapore's PSA International
beat off Hutchison Port
Holdings and DP World to
take the Best Global Container
Terminal Operator award, and
the Port of Singapore also
scooped the Best Seaport -
Asia title. 

In the air cargo business Both
Hong Kong Air Cargo
Terminals Ltd (Hactl)and
Cathay Pacific flew the Hong
Kong flag by taking the
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DHL 2007 AFSCAs’da Ödülleri Toplad›

The AFSCAs are widely
regarded as the most
authoritative and prestigious
awards for the industry in Asia
and the evening is one of the
highlights of the Asian freight
industry calendar.

Bu rakama, 24 ülkeden gelen
250 sergi kat›l›mc›s› dahil. 
Üç gün süren konferansa
1,000’den fazla delege kat›ld›.
Konferansta ele al›nan önemli
konular aras›nda, dünya deniz-
cili¤inde Asya’n›n sesi, Asya’da
gemi finansman›, LNG piyasa-
lar ve deniz sigortas›n›n yan› s›-
ra, gemi kiralamalar› konusun-
da bir forum bulunuyordu.

T he inaugural Sea Asia 
conference and exhibition

closed in Singapore in April 4,
2007 surpassing all targets
and setting the stage for the
show to become one of the
great international maritime
gatherings.

The number of participants in
Sea Asia was confirmed at
more than 7,000 from 40
nations - smashing the initial
forecast of co-organisers
Seatrade and the Singapore
Maritime Foundation (SMF).

This total included more than
250 exhibiting companies from
24 countries .Over 1,000
delegates attended the three
days of conference sessions
which covered key issues such
as the Asian voice in world
shipping, ship finance in Asia,
the LNG markets, marine
insurance and a charterers’
forum.

More than 70% of the
exhibitors at Sea Asia 2007
have already said they will
return to exhibit at Sea Asia
2009 even though exact dates
are to be confirmed.

The number of attending ship
owners, managers and
operators from Singapore and
across the region proved a
clear highlight of Sea Asia.

A series of press conferences,
social events, announcements,
parties, side presentations
attended by a wide cross
section of the maritime
industries in Asia
demonstrated the show’s all
embracing chemistry.

For example, The Baltic
Exchange formally launched
its representative office,
choosing Singapore as the
location of its first ever
overseas office in a 250 year
history.

There was also a party to mark
the Standard P&I Club’s 10th

anniversary of the opening of
the club’s offices in the
Republic and many other
social events.

Many companies will return to
Sea Asia with substantially
larger stands. Many of the
‘repeat’ stands at the next Sea
Asia will be double in size.

They will take office following the Annual General
Meeting scheduled for 11 July 2007, when present
Chairman Anthony Cooke steps down.

Mr Drayton is also chairman of Arlington Tankers,
a Bermuda registered tanker owner listed on the
New York Stock Exchange. Anthony Cooke became
Chairman in 2005 and Michael Drayton has served
as Vice-Chairman of the Exchange since 2005.

ABD Ulusal Endüstriyel Tafl›-
mac›l›k Birli¤i’nin internet üze-
rindeki bülteni NOTICE, yeni
yönetmeli¤in birkaç y›l önce
aç›lan Shanghai Yük Borsas›’n-
dan daha kapsaml› ve genifl ola-
ca¤›n› bildirdi. ABD yetkilileri,
yeni yönetmeli¤in ‹ngilizce ver-
siyonunun resmi olmad›¤›n› ve

yeni kurallar›n uygulanmas› ko-
nusunda birçok sorunun cevap-
s›z kald›¤›n› söyledi. Devlet
kaynaklar› ayr›ca, kurallar›n 1
Ocak’ta yürürlü¤e girmesine
ra¤men önümüzdeki 60 gün
içerisinde uygulama ile ilgili
düzenlemelerin yay›mlanmas›-
n›n beklendi¤ini bildirdi.

T he People's Republic of
China (PRC) has promulgat-

ed new maritime regulations
governing the movement of
freight into and out of mainland
China including the special
administrative regions (SARs)
of Hong Kong and Macao.
These regulations were adopted
by the PRC State Council on
December 5, 2001 and took
effect on January 1, 2002.

They appear to be more
comprehensive and wide
ranging than the Shanghai
Shipping Exchange that was
unveiled several years ago, US
National Industrial
Transportation League's online
newsletter, NOTICE reported.
According to US Government

officials, the English version of
the new regulations is
unofficial and many questions
are unanswered how the new
rules will be applied.
Government sources also told
the League that while the rules
were effective on January 1, 
a second set of implementing
regulations is expected to be
released within the next 
60 days.

The new requirements would
require that ocean freight rates
charged by all international
liner carriers and non-vessel
operating common carriers
(NVOCCS) doing business with
China be filed with an
appropriate government agency.
Such rates would include both

Düzenli hat iflletmecilerinin ay-
r›ca konferans sözleflmelerini,
operasyonel ve navlun ücret
sözleflmelerini de sözleflme tari-
hinden itibaren 15 gün içerisin-
de sunmalar› gerekiyor. Yeni
yönetmeli¤e göre tafl›y›c›lar ve
gemi iflletmeyen adi tafl›y›c›la-
r›n, adil rekabeti engelleyecek
flekilde normal ve makul seviye-
lerin alt›nda navlun ücretleriyle
hizmet vermesi; yük rezervas-
yonlar›n› muhasebe deflerlerin-

de gösterilmeyen ›skontolarla

yapmas›; farkl› fiyatlama ve s›-

n›rlay›c› koflullarla ticari pay-

dafllar›na zarar vermesi; ve ti-

cari paydafllar›n› ve uluslarara-

s› deniz tafl›mac›l›¤› piyasas›n›

baflka davran›fllarla zarara

u¤ratmas› yasak. 

Yeni yönetmelikte, yabanc› ya-

t›r›mla kurulmufl uluslararas›

tafl›mac›l›k flirketlerine yönelik

koflullar› öngören özel bir bö-

lüm de bulunuyor. 

Uluslararas› deniz tafl›mac›l›¤›

flirketlerinin, acentelerin deniz-

cilik yönetimi, yükleme-boflalt-

ma, depolama, konteyner depo-

lama flirketlerinin ve yük istas-

yonlar›n›n faaliyet gösterebil-

mesi için, sermayenin bir Çin-

yabanc› flirket ortak giriflimine

yat›r›lmas› gerekiyor. Bu ortak

giriflimlerde yabanc› flirketin

pay›n›n, toplam tescil edilmifl

sermayenin %49’u geçmesine

izin verilmiyor. 

published rates and service
contract rates. Published freight
rates will be effective 30 days
after filing, while service
contract rates will be effective
24 hours after filing.

To start or terminate liner
service, change sailing vessels,
or adjust schedules of the
service, an operator, "should
make an announcement of its
intent 15 days in advance, and
apply for a filing with
competent (appropriate)
departments of communication
under State Council within 15
days upon which the above
behaviors are conducted."

Liner carriers are also
required to file their
conference agreements, freight
rate agreements, and
operational agreements within
15 days of the agreement
itself. According to the
regulations, carriers and
NVOCCS are "forbidden (in)
providing services with freight
rates below normal and
reasonable levels handicapping
fair competition; accepting

cargo bookings with a discount
to consignors that is not
indicated in the accounting
books; abusing privilege to
damage trade counterparts
with discriminatory pricing
and restrictive conditions; and
other behavior harmful to
trade counterparts or to order
in the international maritime
transportation market."

There is also a special section
in the new regulations that
places requirements on
foreign-invested international
transportation businesses.

In order to operate
international shipping
enterprises; agencies; shipping
management concerns;
stevedoring; sea-freight
warehousing; container yards;
or freight stations - capital
must be invested in a Chinese-
foreign joint venture. In these
ventures, a foreign company is
not allowed to exceed 49% of
the total registered capital for
a Chinese-foreign joint venture
in international shipping
and/or shipping agency.
