Çocukluk hayallerinden baflar›ya
Japon çocu¤un tek hayali çok ünlü bir karateci olmakm›fl. Fakat ailesi buna izin vermiyormufl. Bir gün talihsiz bir kaza sonucu çocuk sol kolunu 
kaybetmifl. Ailesi çocu¤un moralinin gittikçe kötüleflti¤ini görünce çareyi o¤ullar›n›n çok istedi¤i bir fleyi yapmakta bulmufl ve hemen bir karate
e¤itmeni tutmufl. E¤itmen ilk dersinde çocu¤a, karflısındakini sa¤ koluyla tutup üstünden savurmayı göstermifl. Hatta ikinci, üçüncü ve sonraki bütün
derslerde de hep ayn› hareketi yapt›rm›fl. Çocuk karate e¤itmenine "Ben bu hareketten çok sıkıldım, artık baflkalar›na geçebilir miyiz?" diye sordu¤unda
ise e¤itmenin verdi¤i yan›t hiç de¤iflmiyor ve  “Dünyada bu hareketi en hızlı yapan kifli olmadıkça, yeni hareketlere geçmeyece¤iz.” oluyormufl. 
Sonunda çocuk o kadar hızlanmıfltı ki, e¤itmenini bile göz açıp kapayıncaya kadar yerden yere vurmaya bafllam›fl. Bunun üzerine bir gün karate
e¤itmeni, küçük Japon çocu¤un gençler karate flampiyonasına katılabilece¤ini yazan bir ka¤›tla gelmifl. Çocuk hem çok flaflırm›fl ve sevinmifl, hem de
korkmufl. Ertesi gün salonda ilk rakibinin karflısına çıkacakken heyecanla e¤itmenine sormufl; "Hocam ben nas›l kazanaca¤›m? Sadece tek hareket
biliyorum, kesin kaybederim". E¤itmeni ise son derece emin bir ifade ile "Sen yaln›zca hareketini yap" demifl.

Çocuk ringe çıkm›fl ve ö¤rendi¤i tek hareketle rakibini elemifl.  Günler geçmifl, rakipler o tek hareketle sürekli elenmifl ve flampiyonan›n final 
müsabakas›na s›ra gelmifl. Çocuk finalde yine bildi¤i hareketi yapm›fl ve son rakibini de yenerek, flampiyon olmufl. Sevinçle e¤itmenin yanına koflmufl ve
bu kez aç›klay›c› yan›t almaya kararl› olarak tekrar sormufl; "Ne olur bana anlat›n. Sadece tek bir hareket biliyorum, tek kolluyum ve flampiyon oldum.
Bu nas›l oldu? " Karate e¤itmeni çocu¤a bakm›fl ve; "Senin yaptı¤ın hareket karatedeki en zor hareketlerden biri. Ve tek bir savunması var, o da, 
rakibin sol kolunu tutmak." demifl. 

Eminim bu ö¤retiyi okuyan herkesin kendi hayat›na tafl›yaca¤› bir yönü vard›r. Çünkü yukar›daki iki paragraf›n içine s›k›flan hayata dair öyle önemli
anahtar kelimeler söz konusu ki... Çocukluk hayalleri ile bafll›yor, baflar› ile bitiyor.
