Tim bunlar okyanuslara gereken dnemi cok az
gosterdigimizin en biyiik kaniti. Ancak ¢ok fazla da umutsuz olma-
mak gerekiyor.

Ayrica, 1992 yilinda Rio de Janeiro’da
diizenlenen Diinya Zirvesi‘nde alinan bir kararla o yildan beri, her
8 Haziran “Dinya Okyanus Ginl’ olarak kutlaniyor. Ancak bu
kutlamalar heniiz Birlesmis Milletler tarafindan resmiyet kazanmis
durumda degil. Dinya Okyanus Giinl, okyanuslarimizi ve denizle
olan kisisel bagimizi kutlamamiz icin bir firsat aslinda. Okyanus
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oday, the oceans are in serious danger from improper

development, overuse, and pollution. Most of the world's 17

major ocean fisheries are in serious decline. Fragile coastal
habitats are disappearing at an alarming rate, and coral
ecosystems are experiencing unprecedented deterioration. These
facts are a sad testimonial to the very low importance the oceans
have among the people of the world. However, we should not be
so desperate, for there are many organizations working for the
protection of the oceans. In addition, June 8 every year is
celebrated as the “World Ocean Day” that was created in 1992
at the Earth Summit in Rio de Janeiro. However, it is not yet
officially designated by the United Nations. Actually, the World

Balus acisimi degistirme: Bireyleri okyanusun onlar igin ne anla-
ma geldigini dlstinmeye ve okyanusu korumak igin neler yap-
malari gerektigini distinmeye tesvik ediyor.

ﬁﬁrenme: Okyanus yaratiklarinin ve yasam alanlarinin zenginligi-
ni ve gesitliligini, glinliik aktivitelerimizin onlari nasil etkileyebile-
cedini ve aslinda hepimizin icige ge¢mis oldugunu kesfetmemizi
sagliyor.

Yontemlerimizi degistirme: Bahcemize iyi bakarak okyanusa da
iyi bakmig oluyoruz. Gilinltik aliskanhklarimizda kiictik degisiklik-
ler yaparak gezegenimize yarar saglayabiliriz.

Kutlama: istersek denizden uzakta, istersek deniz kiyisinda yasa-
yalim hepimiz okyanusla baglantiliyiz. i§te bu ylizden bugiini en
iyi bicimde kutlamamiz gerekiyor.

Peki Okyanus Projesi nasil dogdu? 1995 yilinda Vahsi Hayati Koru-
ma Toplulugu’ndan Dr. Paul Boyle Okyanus Farkindalik Kampan-
yasinin cercevesini belirledi ve biyik akvaryumlarin bdylesi bir
projeyle ishirligi yapma potansiyelini arastirdi. 1999’un sonuna
dogru, bu kampanyanin ismi “Okyanus Projesi’’ olarak dedistirildi.
Proje, kamuoyunun okyanuslari korumak ve onlarin degerini an-
lamak konusundaki farkindaligini artirarak, okyanusu koruma
basarisini artirmayi hedefliyor. Bunu da her zaman pozitif mesajlar
vererek yapmayi planhyor.
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Ocean Day is an opportunity to celebrate our oceans and our
personal connection to the sea. The Ocean Project works to
coordinate events and activities worldwide with aquariums, zoos,
museums, and the World Ocean Network to celebrate this
important day. The OCEAN Project means Ocean Conservation
through Education, Action and Networking.

The website of the Ocean project defines the opportunities
offered hy the World Ocean Day as follows:

Change perspective: Encourage individuals to think about what
the ocean means to them and what it has to offer all of us with
hopes of conserving it for present and the future generations.

Learn: Discover the wealth of diverse and beautiful ocean crea-
tures and habitats, how our daily actions affect them, and how we
are all interconnected.

Change our ways: We are all connected to the ocean! By taking
care of your backyard, you are acting as a caretaker of our ocean.
Making small modifications to your everyday habits will greatly
benefit our blue planet.

Celehrate: Whether you live inland or on the coast we are all con-
nected to the ocean, take the time to organize or participate in
activities that celebrate our world ocean.

Well how was the Ocean Project born? In 1995, Dr. Paul Boyle at
the Wildlife Conservation Society developed the conceptual
framework for the Ocean Awareness Campaign and explored the
potential for major aquariums to collaborate on such a project. In
late 1999, the Ocean Awareness Campaign changed its name to
"The Ocean Project”. The Ocean Project aims to significantly
increase the success of ocean conservation by creating a major
increase in public awareness of the critical importance and value of

the oceans. They plan to do so primarily using positive messages. B
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
