Having made so much
effort to raise your children, you now carry the anxiety of leaving
them to the sea but I want to tell you that we are pursuing this
career with love. Entrust us to the sea.”

ITU Maritime Faculty Graduates Association Chairperson Atilla
Kocatas stated that: “We are opening another new page in the
107 year history of Turkish maritime” and continued by saying
that the sector strengthens every day with the participation of
new graduates and that no concession will ever be made from the
modern, secular and democratic principles that Atatlirk set.

In his remarks, the IMEAK Chamber of Shipping Vice
Chairperson Halim Mete pointed out that maritime regulations
and Turkish customs and traditions must be applied together.
Mete continued by saying: “‘'You will fly the Turkish flag assigned
you on the world seas with the ships entrusted to you and race
against foreign ships. Don’t forget that we sailors are as few as
the fish in a pan. We as employer, employee, shipowner, dock
operator, marine owner, yacht owner and agency are one. We
have to be locked together and do what is necessary for our
country.

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After him, ITU Maritime Faculty Graduates Association’s
Honorary Chairperson Erkan Dereli’s remarks drew attention:
"To speak from this podium requires great responsibility. Those
who spoke on behalf of their organizations must either realize
what they have said from this podium or not say what they will
not realize. If this realization does not take place, in time the
trust in people and the institutions will decline.” Later, Omer
Salci, the Chairperson of the Ocean-Going Masters Association
commented that: “'You have chosen one of the most beautiful yet
at the same time the most difficult profession” and went on to
say that in choosing this profession that requires discipline,
respect, love, attention and self-sacrifice, all the students would
be successful. Salci also asked the students not to break away
from the sea too quickly and went on to say: “'As your older
brother, the biggest recommendation I can make to you is to
continue to increase your experience and progress and obtain
your master or chief engineer permits and work in that
profession until the time you give a new direction to your life.
The work you carry out will raise the bar of Turkish maritime to
the highest level.”

ITU Maritime Faculty Graduates Social Benefit Foundation
Chairperson Feramuz Askin pointed out that the maritime sector
had made great progress in the last few years and needed new
graduates every passing day. Askin said: Our ships navigate at
the seas in safety, thanks to our school’s graduates. We have
made great progress in the maritime sector. Now we can build
the best ships and operate them in the best manner. To be
continuously updated and contemporary and to generate new
ideas in our profession will carry us to success.” Mr Askin
continued by giving his views on maritime education: “Although
the sources of uneasiness in learning institutions are known,

I have difficulty in understanding why these still not have been
resolved. Everyone should carry out their own work and close the
books on settling old scores.” B
