A vessel named M/V Eylul
K, built for Kaptanoglu
Shipping Group at Tuzla
Torgem Shipyard, was
launched. Construction of the
ship was completed in 18
months and is specially
designed to provide facilities in
transportation of dry cargoes.
The launching ceremony held
was also attended by the
Turkish Minister of Transport
Binali Yildirim and the
Minister of Finance Kemal
Unakitan.

Sadan Kaptanoglu, Member of
the Board of Directors of the
Kaptanoglu Holding, said she
was very happy to see that the

vessel bearing the name of her
daughter was added to their
fleet. “Our fleet will expand as
our family expands. As the
Kaptanoglu family, we are
honored to devote ourselves to
the prosperity of this country,”
added Kaptanoglu.

Metin Kalkavan, Chairman of
the IMEAK Chamber of
Shipping, pointed out to the
qualified seafarer shortage.
Stating that the biggest
problem to be encountered in
the world in the future would
the qualified personnel
shortage, Kalkavan said
therefore the priority should be
given to education. “We hope

Son olarak kursiiye gelen Ulas-

bir fabrika oldugunu belirterek

basladi. Gemi insa kapasitesi-
nin son yillardaki gelisimine
dikkat ceken Yildirim, konus-
masini soyle stirdiirdl: “Son (g
yil icerisinde mevcut gemi insa
kapasitemizi iki katina cikar-
dik. Bu sadece celik islemesin-
de degil. insa edilen gemilerin
ebatlari bakimindan da gegerli.
Onimiizdeki Gg yil igerisinde
mevcut kapasitemizi bir daha
ikiye katlayacagiz. Boylece
diinya gemi siparisinden aldigi-
miz pay da giderek artacak.
Tirk tersaneler, Tirk armatdr-
lerin siparislerini karsilamakta
yetersiz kaliyor. Mevcut talebin
sadece 6’da 1l’ini karsilayan
tersanelerimizin sayisinin art-
masl, insa edilen gemilerin sa-
yisini cogaltacaktir.”

Konusmalarin ardindan her iki
bakana, gliniin anisina plaketle-
ri takdim edildi. Binali Yildirim
ve Kemal Unakitan’in birlikte
gerceklestirdigi kurdela kesimi-
nin ardindan tdren sona erdi.

Council of Higher Education

After Kalkavan, Turkish
Minister of Finance Kemal
Unakitan took the floor and
said that the maritime industry
was the industry that showed
the world the importance of
Turkey. Emphasizing the fact
that the seafarers were people
with a broad horizon and are
open to innovations, Unakitan
said there would still be
undiscovered places in the
world, if there were no sailors.
Adding that maritime had
great importance for the
development of the world in
that respect, the Minister of
Finance added, “If you build

ships with old techniques, you
would not be able to achieve
anything. You have to develop
your techniques.” Unakitan
also said they would not
decrease the rate of taxes paid
by the shipyards, but that they
would keep providing support
to enable the development of
the industry.

Each vessel is a floating
factory

Minister of Transportation
Binali Yildirim, who took the
floor as the last speaker, said
he experienced a different
excitement with each launch of
ships, for each vessel was like
a floating factory. Drawing
attention to the recent
development of the
shipbuilding capacity of
Turkey, Yildirim continued,
"We have doubled the
shipbuilding capacity of our
country within the last three
years. This holds true not only
with respect to steel
processing, but also in
connection with the size of the
Ships being built. We will
re-double our current capacity
within the next three years.
Thus, our share in the world
shipbuilding industry will
gradually increase.

The Turkish shipyards are
insufficient to meet the orders
of the Turkish shipowners, as
they only meet one sixth of the
existing demand.
Consequently, increase in the
number of yards would also
increase the number of vessels
built.”

Following the speeches, the
two Ministers were presented
commemorative plates. The
ceremony ended after the tape
was cut jointly by the two
ministers.
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
