emeli 1904 yilinda, henliz 28 yasindaki Arnold Peter Moller ta-

rafindan atilan AP Moller-Maersk Grubu, aradan gecen

ylzyillik stirede bir diinya devi haline geldi. Oysa ilk “tohum”un
atildigr o yil, herhalde ne Arnold Peter Moller ne de
babasi Kaptan Peter Marsk Moller, Danimarka’nin Svendborg
kentinde kurduklari sirketin bu denli biylyebilecegini tahmin
edebilmislerdi.

Gergekten de baba odul Moller’lerin Svendborg’da kurduklari A/S
Dampskibsselskabet Svendborg (Svendborg Buharli Gemi Sirketi)
adli sirketin ilk gemisi, yine Svendborg adini verdikleri 2200 dwt'-
lik ikinci el bir buharli gemiydi. Ilk ofisleri ise A.P. Moller’in cocuk-
lugunun gectigi Svendborg’taki evin bir odasi oldu.

Mollerlerin attigr tohum o kadar bereketli
ciktr ki A.P. Moller-Maersk Grubu bugiin
deniz tasimacihiginda kullandigr ytizlerce
gemiye sahip olmay! basardi.

A.P. Moller

A.P. Moller-Maersk deniz tagimaciliginin ya-
ni sira petrol ve gaz arama/iretme, gemi in-
sa, havacilik, sanayi, sipermarket isletmecili-
gi ile bilgi teknolojisi hizmetlerinden olusan
genis bir yelpazede faaliyet gdsteriyor. Yiiz
yagindaki bu devi biraz daha yakindan tani-
makta yarar var diye distinliyoruz.
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The dream of A.P. Moller one
hundred years ago when he
converted one room of his
house into an office and by
buying a second hand steam
ship, a century later has come
true with the Moller-Maersk
Group being one the giants of
international shipping.

he foundations of the AP Moller-Mazrsk Group were laid in

1904 by Arnold Peter Moller, then 28 years old, and after a

century has become a world giant. However, the year the
“'seed” was planted possibly neither Arnold Peter Moller nor his
father Captain Peter Maersk Moller could have imagined that the
company they founded in the Danish city of Svendborg could
have grown this much.

The father and son Moller founded the Svendborg based A/S
Dampskibsselskabet Svendborg’s (steam ship company), with its
first ship being a 2200 dwt second hand steam ship which they
named Svendborg. Their first office was a room in the house
A.P. Moller has been in his whole childhood.

The seed planted by the Mollers been so fertile that today the
A.P. Moller-Maersk Group has houndreds of vessels. Let us also
add that the company has more than 60,000 employees in more
than 125 countries.

Apart from maritime transport, A.P. Moller-Maersk also carries
out a wide range of activities, from oil/gas research and production,
shipbuilding, aviation, industry, supermarket operations and
information technology services. We think that it would be
beneficial to get to know the one hundred years old giant better.

MAERSK SEALAND

The most prominent activities of the group is certainly in the area
of maritime transport and Maersk Sealand, which is well known to
all in the business, was founded by A.P. Moller in 1928 under the

aland. A.P. Moller 1928 yilinda Maersk Line adiyla kurdugu bu
firmayla, ABD ile Uzakdogu’yu birbirine baglamayi hedeflemisti.
Firma bu hedefe ulastidi gibi, 1956 yilinda diinyadaki ilk okyanus
asirl konteyner tagimaciligini da gerceklestirmeyi basardi.

Gunlmizin en biyik deniz tasimaciligi sirketleri arasinda yer
alan Maersk Sealand, 300’den fazla konteyner gemisi ve 950 bin
konteyneriyle diinyanin her yanindaki misterilerine hizmet veri-
yor. Maersk Sealand feeder gemileri ile kamyon ve 6zel tren tagi-
maciligi kombinasyonuyla da, cagdas ticaretin kapidan-kapiya
servis anlayigini uyguluyor.

Gelismis elektronik izleme sistemleriyle yikle ilgili bilgi ve belge-
lere aninda ulasilabilirken, bu sistem sayesinde miisteri de diinya-
nin herhangi bir yerinde bulunan konteyneri hakkindaki dogru bil-
giyi online olarak aninda edinebiliyor. Sirket yiizden fazla lilkede
kendi ofisleri ve konteyner terminallerinden olusan bir sistem agi
araciligiyla hizmet veriyor.

MAERSK TANKERCILIK

A.P. Moller’in ilk tankerini satin almasindan 76 yil sonra bugln
Maersk Tankercilik, ham petrol ve rafine edilmis petrol Griinlerini
blylk, modern ve gelismis bir tanker filosuyla tasima basarisina
erismis durumda. Maersk Tankercilik ve is ortaklari, yaklasik 17
milyon dwt’lik toplam kapasiteye sahip 100’den fazla gemiden
olusan bir filoyu calistiriyor. Sirketin Kopenhag, Londra, New
York, Houston, Singapur, Tokyo ve Seul’de ofisleri bulunuyor.

300 bin dwt kapasiteli modern ¢ift cidarli stiper-tankerler petrol
Ureticilerinden aldiklari hem petrolli Asya, ABD ve Avrupa’daki
terminal ve rafinerilere gétiiriirken, 30 bin ile 110 bin ton arasin-
da degisen kapasitelere sahip Uriin tankerleri de, rafine edilmis
petrol Grlinlerini diinyani her noktasindaki misterilere tasiyor.

MAERSK GAZ TASIMACILIGI

A.P. Moller ilk gaz nakliye gemisini 1972 yilinda almisti. Bugiin
Maersk Gaz Tasimacihigr sirketi tarafindan isletilen filo, 8 bin
metrekiip ile 22 bin metrekiip arasinda dedisen kapasitelere sahip
45 adet yari sogutmali gemiden olusan bir biytkllkte.

Filoda paslanmaz celik depolara ve kimyasal madde/etilen kabiliyet-
lerine sahip teknik olarak gelismis gemilerle birlikte klasik LPG ge-
mileri de bulunuyor. Maersk Gaz Tagimaciligi, ayrica dort adet 35
bin metreklp kapasiteli tam sogutmali gemiye de sahip.

ARABA TASIMACILIGI

A.P. Moller filosunda otomobil ve ayrica yiksek ve agir, yuvarla-
nabilir ylklerin taginmasina uygun PCTC tipi gemiler de var. Bu
gemilerin kapasiteleri 2500 ile 5500 otomobil arasinda degisiyor.

MAERSK iKMAL HiZMETLERI

Acik deniz petrol ve gaz sanayiine hizmet gétiren filoda gesitli
ozelliklerde 50’den fazla ikmal gemisi bulunuyor. “Platform ik-
mal gemileri’”” adi verilen bu araglar, deniz lizerindeki petrol plat-
formlari icin gerekli her tirlli donanimin tasinmasi hizmetlerini
sunuyor. Diger gemiler ise denizalti kablolarinin désenmesi ama-
cina yonelik olarak donatiimis durumda.

name of the Maersk Line company. Moller’s aim through this
company was to link the US and the Far East. The company not
only came to meet this goal, it also was the first in the world to
carry container transport activities on trans-ocean routes in 1956.

Maersk Sealand one the largest maritime transport company
today, with more than 300 container ships and 950,000
containers providing services to customers from all corners of the
world. Maersk Sealand, via feeder ships and by applying truck
and train combination transport, implements the door to door
service mentality of modern trade.

Through the company’s developed electronics monitoring system
you can access information and documents instantly, and through
this system customers can immediately get the correct
information about a container in any part of the world online.
The company provides this service through a network of offices
and container terminals in more than one hundred countries.

MAERSK TANKER

Seventy six years after A.P. Moller bought his first tanker, Maersk
Tanker has the capacity to transfer raw oil, refined oil derivatives
with its current large, modern and developed tanker fleet.

Maersk Tanker and its partners manage a fleet of more than 100
tankers, with a capacity of a 17 million dwt capacity. The
company has offices in Copenhagen, London, New York,
Houston, Singapore, Tokyo and Seoul. While the 300,000 dwt
capacity modern double hull super-tankers carry the oil from the
producer to Asia, USA and the product tankers of 30,00 and
110,000 tonnes capacity carry refined oil products to customers
in all parts of the world.
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MAERSK GEMi BROKERLIGI

A.P. Moller gemi brokerlik sirketini, Birinci Dinya Savasi‘nin
basgladigr yil, yani 1914'te kurmustu. Bugiin Maersk Broker KS
adini taslyan sirket, diinyanin énde gelen uluslararasi gemi bro-
kerligi sirketleri arasinda gdsteriliyor. Sirketin yurittigl faaliyet-
ler arasinda konteyner gemileri, dokme ylik gemileri ve tanker ki-
ralama, ikinci el gemi alim satimi ve yeni gemi yaptirma gibi fa-
aliyetler bulunuyor.

MAERSK LOJiSTIK

netimi”’ ¢dzlimleri sunan sirketin hizmetleri arasinda konteyner dol-
durma ve konsolidasyon, dokiimantasyon hizmetleri, hava tagimaci-
1191 hizmetleri, depolama ve dagitim hizmetleri sayilabilir.

APM TERMINALLERI

2001 yilinda bagimsiz bir organizasyon olarak kurulan APM Ter-
minalleri dlinya capinda 30’dan fazla limanda faaliyet gdsteriyor
ve yillik 22 milyon TEU’luk bir konteyner ylikleme-bosaltma per-
formansi sergiliyor.

SAFMARINE

Uluslararasi bir deniz tagimaciligr sirketi oln Safmarine 40 gemi-
den olusan filosu ve 60 bin konteyneriyle gesitli tlkelerde hizmet
veriyor. 1946 yilinda kurulmus olan ve gruba 1999’da katilmig
olan sirketin faaliyetleri Afrika’ya yonelik.

NORFOLKLINE

Avrupa’daki misterilere kapidan kapiya tagimacilik hizmetleri sunan
Norfolkline, calismalarini bircok depodan olusan bir sistem agini kul-
lanarak ylratiyor.

MAERSK GAS TRANSPORT

A.P. Moller bought its first gas transport ship in 1972. Today’s
Maersk Gas Transport Company’s fleet has a capacity from
8,000 cubic metres to 22,0000 cubic metres and has 45
semi-cooling ships.

Within the fleet, as well as anti-rust steel warehouses and ships
that are built for chemicals material/ethylene, there are also
typical LPG ships. The Maersk Gas Transport moreover has four
35,000 cubic metres capacity full-cooling ships.

CAR TRANSPORT

As part of the A.P. Moller fleet there are PCTC types vessels
suitable for transporting cars and heavy rollable cargo. The
capacities of these ships varies between 2,500 to 5,500 cars.

MAERSK BUNKERING SERVICES

In this fleet that give services to the open oil and gas industry,
there are more than 50 vessels of various qualifications. These
vessels, called “'platform bunkering vessels”, provide all types of
supplies for above sea oil platforms. Other vessels are equipped
for underwater cable laying.

MAERSK SHIP BROKER

A.P. Moller founded his ship brokering company in the year the
World War I broke out, 1914. Today, known as Maersk Broker
KS, the company is rated as being among the leading ship brokers
internationally. Among the activities carried out by the company
are hiring of containers, bulk cargo ships and tankers, second sales
and purchases and new shipbuilding activities. Besides the company
offices in Copenhagen, London and Athens, it has offices in Tokyo,
Seoul, Beijing, Hong Kong, Shanghai and Singapore and a business
partner functioning under the Maersk Broker Asia name.

MAERSK LOGISTICS

Maersk Logistics, with more than 200 offices in 70 countries,
is a structure spread out across the world. The company offers
solutions in “supplier chain management” between the producer
and the retailer and conducts activities that can be listed as
container loading, consolidation, documentation services, aerial
transport services, storage and distribution services.

APM TERMINALS

The APM Terminals was set up independently in 2001 to give
services in more than 30 ports around the world and has an
annual performance of 22 million TEU of container handling.

SAFMARINE

Safmarine is an international marine transport company that gives
services in various countries with a 40 vessel fleet and 60,000
containers. This company was founded in 1946 and joined the
group in 1999 and its activities are directed towards Africa.

NORFOLKLINE

Norfolkline provides door to door delivery services in Europe,
conducting its activities by a system network of main
warehouses. The company works as a logistics service provider
for normal, chilled and frozen goods.

Turkiye’nin cografi konumu ve biyiime potansiyeli dikkate
alindidinda, denizcilik sektériniin tlke icin cok 6nemli bir sanayi
dali oldugu rahatlikla sdylenebilir. Eger ticareti tesvik politikalari
uygulanirsa ve kiiresel pazarlarla entegrasyonun artirilmasi yoluna
gidilirse, kiresel ticarette Turkiye’nin pay! daha da artar.

Denizcilik alaninda Tiirkiye ile olan iliskilerinizi nasil tanimlarsiniz?

Merit Gemicilik’in olusturdugu bir “joint-venture” sirketi Mart 2001’de
kuruldu. Bu yeni sirket, Merit Gemicilik’in acente islerini devraldi ancak
hizmetini hala ayni yonetim ve kadroyla stirdiiriiyor. Maersk Denizcilik
A.S. Istanbul, izmir, Gemlik ve Bursa’da dort Maersk Sealand ofisinden
olusuyor. Maersk Sealand, Haydarpasa, Kumport, Gemlik, izmir ve
Mersin terminallerine glinliik fiks tarifeyle ugruyor.

Miisterilerine en iyi servis ve en etkili, diizgiin operasyonlari sunmaya
kendini adamis olan Maersk Sealand, tiim Tirk limanlarinda kendi
operasyon ekiplerine sahip. Ayrica istanbul, izmir ve Mersin terminal-
lerinde kendi “lifting”” ekipmanimizi kullaniyoruz. Kardes sirketimiz
Merit Gemicilik ise, Turkiye capindaki 160 “EURO2" sertifikali kamy-
onuyla “just in time” yani tam zamaninda hizmet destedi sagliyor.

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We conducted an interview with the Maersk-Moller Group via
e-mail. The responses given by the Communications Director of the
group, as well as summarising the view of this giant towards our
country, has also got horizon opening suggestions for our sector.

Could you tell us your views on the Turkish shipping sector?

When you consider the geographical location, the potential for
growth in Turkey, you can easily say that shipping is a very
important industry for the country. If policies to support trade are
implemented, moves made to increase integration with the global
markets, Turkey’s share in global trade would increase. In brief,
we believe that the importance of shipping in Turkey is great and

that requirements of the sector will continue to increase.

How would you define your relations with Turkey in the shipping field?

A joint venture company was founded in March 2001 A.P. Moller Maersk
A/S and Merit Shipping, headquartered at Gayrettepe in Istanbul. This new
company took over the agency work of Merit shipping but keep conducting
its services under the same administration and directors.

Maersk Denizcilik A.S. consists of the four Maersk Sealand offices in
Istanbul, Izmir, Gemlik and Bursa. Maersk Sealand at the Haydarpasa,

Kumport, Gemlik, Izmir and Mersin terminals applies fixed daily tariffs.

Maersk Sealand aims to give its clients the best, most efficient and orderly
services and has its own operation teams in all ports of Turkey. Moreover,
in the Istanbul, Izmir and Mersin terminals we use our own lifting
equipment. Our sister company Merit Shipping in the meantime, with it

160 "EUROQ2" certified trucks give "just in time" service support in Turkey.
What are your views on Turkish ports?

Ports in Turkey have undergone great developments in the past few years.
The investments made in the three big state-owned ports of Haydarpasa,
Izmir and Mersin have brought them up to a good level.

The growth of the Turkish economy has created growth in trade value.
The investments to be made in the existing ports and the development of
new ports will allow products to have a healthy movement domestically and

internationally, which would be pleasing.

Norfolkline runs trains between the southern and northern Europe
and is capable of transhipping containers, and has a swap-body and
trailer fleet. Moreover, it has ferry services between Scheveningen -
Felixstowe, Rotterdam - Waterford and Esbjerg - Harwich.

SVITZERWIJSMULLER

The company was founded in 1833 and conducts activities in the
fields of vessel salvage, rescue and heavy cargo and bulk cargo.
The company also operates rescue and salvage vessels as well as
hydrographical/seismic research vessels and is effectively active
in 24 countries. The company has a fleet of 250 vessels with
rescue salvage and special purpose designed vessels. B
