ne of the most important characteristics is that almost
all of the names mentioned in such stories are in 
harmony with the story itself. The story titled “Golden

Ram” I will share with you in a while is one of the best examples
of this type of myths. 

This myth has somewhat distinctive importance on account of
existence of some lessons, as well as some narrations similar to
those existing in all three Abrahamic religions. 

We all evolve and develop without getting sick and tired since
the creation of the world. Regardless of how many advances 
scientists make in technology, there are such behavior patterns
peculiar to human beings that they remain unchanged even after
centuries, thousands of years. I hear you ask, “What are they?”.
Let’s look at the years before Common Era to see what they are.  

The Greek King Athamas grew bored with his wife, who never
stopped talking, and decided to get rid of her. Scilicet, men
would get bored of their wives and seek ways to get rid of them
due to the same reasons hundreds of years ago. Actually, at 
present, the problem is not with the telly, modern world, ill 
manners, but the typical and registered behaviors of both parties.

tamam›n›n da içinde geçti¤i hikaye ile büyük bir uyum arz
etmesidir.

Bilim adamlar› yapt›klar› icatlar ile dünyay› ne
kadar ileri tafl›salar da insana mahsus öyle davran›fl kal›plar› var-
d›r ki bunlar yüzy›llar evvelinde ne ise bin y›llar sonras›nda da hep
ayn›d›r. Hangileri mi? Buyurun hep beraber milattan evvelki y›lla-
ra geri dönerek hangi davran›fllar oldu¤una birlikte bakal›m. 

Yunan Kral› Athamas bir türlü susmayan, konuflarak kafas›n› flifli-
ren kar›s›ndan b›kar ve onu bafl›ndan atmaya karar verir. Demek
yüzy›llar evvel de erkekler kar›lar›ndan hemen ayn› nedenlerle
usanarak onlardan kurtulman›n yollar›n› ar›yorlard›. Sebep TV,
modernleflen hayat, bozulan terbiyeler olmay›p konu her iki tara-
f›n da tipik ve tescillenmifl davran›fllar›ndan kaynaklanmaktad›r. 

Sonunda emeline ulafl›p Prenses Ino ile evlendi¤i zaman da arka-
da b›rak›lan eski efl Nephele’nin akl›n› sürekli kemiren bir tek fley
vard›r. Bir anne olarak k›z› Helle ve özellikle de o¤lu Phrixus için
çok korkmaktad›r. Do¤rusu da bu ya zavall› Nephele endiflesinde
hakl›d›r. Çünkü yeni kraliçe çocukca¤›zlar› saraydan uzaklaflt›r-
mak ve kendi do¤urdu¤u çocuklar› tahta varis olarak yetifltirmek
üzere elinden geleni ard›na koymayacak, bu u¤urda kanl› bir cel-
lat olmaya bile ald›rmayacakt›r. 

Osmanl› saray›nda, herhangi bir Avrupa hanedan›nda veya Mito-
lojide bile olsa durum de¤iflmiyor.

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Because everyone wants their children to succeed the throne,
they take measures accordingly and try to control the fate of 
others. Actually at present, when I think of our own children,
who are to compete with others just like race horses in 
examinations they have to take, I believe that we deliberately
make the life difficult for ourselves. Anyway, let’s turn 
back the story. 

When the cruel Queen Ino started to work on her goal, luck was
also on her side. Because of bad harvest that year, the country
was threatened by famine. Taking this opportunity, Ino consulted
with soothsayers as to how they could get rid of that misfortune.
The solution offered by soothsayers was horrible. 

Unfortunately, it was necessary to offer young prince Phrixus to
Gods in order to allay the famine in the country. Athamas was
on the horns of a dilemma and did not want to kill his son, but
as a king, he was to protect his people. 

Nephele was horrified of the things she heard, and
started to say prayers desperately. Finally the
king reluctantly agreed to kill his son in order to 
protect his people. Just as the little prince was
being led to the altar of his death, a wonderful
ram with a fleece of pure gold flew down from the
heavens, lifted Phrixus and his sister Helle on his back 
and then flew away. 

This glorious Golden Ram was sent by the God Hermes in
response to Nephele’s prayers. Now I think whether mothers’
fate will always be the same. Will mothers always remain as
a power that will protect their children under any 
circumstances? Saying that this is one of the realities that
have remained unchanged for centuries, let’s continue 
with the myth. 

Meanwhile, Phrixus and Helle, flying high over the sea between
Europe and Asia were mesmerized by their view of the sparking
waters far below as they reflected the sun and the fleece of their
golden ram. But, a sudden gust of wind blew Helle off balance
and although she grabbed for the ram’s wool, it slipped from her
fingers and she fell into the sea. Phrixus wasn’t fast enough to
save her and his tears dropped like rain over what would later be
called the Hellespont, after the drowned princess. 

With Phrixus on his back, the ram continued flying and landed in
a country called Colchis. He gave the golden ram to King Aeetes,
who welcomed him warmly, as a present, and married one of his
daughters. 

Of course, the myth doesn’t end here. Due to the Golden Ram,
everyone’s eyes turn to Aeetes’ country Cochis. Many a hero
exposed their lives to get hold of the golden ram. However, let’s
see who they were and what they lived at another time.

Ülkenin üzerinden bu lanetin kalkmas› ve bereketin yeniden geri
gelmesi için maalesef genç prens Phrixus’un Tanr›lara adak ola-
rak sunulmas› gerekmektedir. Arada kalan Athamas sevgili o¤lun-
dan vazgeçmek istemese de bir kral olarak halk›n› aç b›rakmamak

ve onlara da sahip ç›kmak durumunda oldu¤undan ne ya-
paca¤›n› kestirememektedir. 

Nephele ise duyduklar›ndan dehflete düflmüfl üzgün ve
çaresizce dua etmektedir. Sonunda Athamas karar›n›

verir ve o¤lunun Tanr›lara adanmas›n› kabul etti-
¤ini tüm halk›na duyurur. ‹flte bundan sonrad›r
ki küçük prens kurban edilmek üzere suna¤a

do¤ru götürülürken gökten muhteflem bir Al-
t›n Koç iner, Phrixus ve k›z kardefli Helle’yi
de alarak yeniden göklere ç›kar. 

Bu muhteflem Alt›n Koç anne Nephele’nin
dualar›na cevap olarak Tanr› Hermes tara-
f›ndan gönderilmifltir. Düflünüyorum da acaba

annelerin kaderi hep ayn› m› olacakt›r? Her ne
olursa olsun daima çocuklar›n›n arkas›nda ve 

onlar› koruyacak bir güç olarak kalacaklar m›d›r? ‹flte bu da
yüzy›llard›r de¤iflmeyen gerçeklerden birisi diyor ve mitimize 
devam ediyoruz. 

Alt›n Koça binen iki çocuk için göklerde art›k amans›z bir macera
bafllam›flt›r. Posta yap›flm›fl bir halde Asya ve Avrupa’y› birbirin-
den ay›ran bo¤aza girerler. Tam bu s›rada Helle belki de s›k› tu-
tunamad›¤›ndan koçun üzerinden kayar, düfler ve karanl›k sulara
kar›fl›r.

Mit burada bitmez elbette… Alt›n Koç’un geliflinden sonra herke-
sin gözü art›k Aietes’in ülkesi Colchis’e, bu de¤erli postu bar›nd›-
ran ülkeye çevrilir. Onu alabilmek için kimi kahramanlar kendile-
rini tehlikeye atmaktan çekinmezler ve onun u¤runa maceradan
maceraya koflarlar. Lakin bu kiflilerin kim olduklar›n› ve neler
yaflad›klar›n› da baflka bir sefere bakal›m derim. Sonraki görüfl-
