One More Vessel of
Altinbas Holding
Launched

Altinbas Holding’in Bir Gemisi
Daha Denizle Bulustu

6,000 dwt tanker named

M/T DIAMOND-T, which
was built at Turker Shipyard
located within the Kocaeli
Free Zone for Galata
Shipping, an affiliate of the
Altinbas Holding, was
launched.

Imam Altinbas, Chairman of
the Board of Directors of
Altinbas Holding, said the
tanker cost approximately 45
million dollars. DIAMOND-T
is the biggest tanker ever built
in Turkey. Built within 18
months completely conforming
to the IMO-2 concept by total
of 550 workers, the tanker
has an overall length of
169.90 m and breadth of
25.40 m.

Altinbas said the tanker would
make her maiden voyage
approximately 2 months later
following completion of the
outfitting works. Stating that
the shipyards did not build so
many vessels due to the
economic crisis, Altinbas
continued: “'The government
has provided the required
support. I hope that the sector

will recover soon. The
government makes efforts to
revitalize the shipbuilding
industry. Recent developments
indicate that this sector

has gained an upward

trend again.”

Vecdi Ozek, Member of the
Board of Directors of Turker
Gemi Yapim Sanayi ve
Ticaret A.S., said the 26
thousand dwt chemical tanker
consisting of 14 separate
tanks was one of the most
state-of-the-art tankers in
Turkey. Pointing out to the
fact that the shipbuilding
industry was passing through
a very challenging period,
Ozek said, “‘For this reason,
our shipyard is empty. Now,
the government has
introduced a Credit Guarantee
Fund. This fund is intended
for completion of the
investments that remain
uncompleted. We would like
to complete construction of
the two vessels, which
remained uncompleted for
some time due to the crisis,
making use of this fund.
However, the sector needs
more comprehensive
supports.”

Vecdi Ozek said there were
tankers under construction at
Turker Shipyard’s quays, and
that they would be delivered
by April and May, following
completion of outfitting
works.

Turkish Logistics Sector in the World League
Turk Lojistik Sektoru Dunya Liginde

he Turkish logistics sector

draws attention of the whole
world with the performance
demonstrated in recent years.
As Turkey’s honour in the
international arena, the
Turkish logistics sector was
also included in the agenda
with its rapid development at
the Davos Summit where the
World Economic Forum was
held. Turkey was ranked
among the top 10 countries
that demonstrate rapid
development in the logistics
field.

Total of 39 emerging markets
throughout the world were
compared based on the index
published within the
framework of the World
Economic Forum conferences.
Evaluating countries according
to their attractiveness in the
logistics field, the index ranked
Turkey among the top 10
countries that demonstrate the
fastest development in the
world.

According to the report of the
Anadolu Agency (AA), the
index specified that the BRIC
countries (Brazil, India, Russia
and China), which also
includes Turkey, are in a rapid
development, and that Turkey’s
biggest advantage in the
logistics sector was its
geographical advantages with
respect to its position to the
production and consumption
centres. Having demonstrated
a development parallel to the
recent developments in the
Turkish economy, the Turkish
logistics sector has grown to
become a regional power in

the region within the last
15-20 years using its
geographic advantages.
Currently, the sector has the
biggest fleet in Europe with
1,500 companies and 46,000
vehicles. With a turnover of 5
billion Euros, the Turkish
logistics sector provides
employment opportunities to
some 400,000 people.

Setting targets in line with the
Turkish government’s goal to
achieve 500 billion US dollars
of exports by 1923, the 100"
anniversary of the Republic,
the sector aims to achieve
minimum turnover of 50
billion US dollars, 25-30
international logistics brands,
and to create employment
opportunities for 1.5 million
people by 2023. The Turkish
logistics sector also aims to
build 5 logistics villages to
make Turkey a regional
logistics hub.

However, the obstacles before
the sector need to be removed
to enable it to achieve its
goals. The sector awaits
solutions for problems such as
transit document issue, Private
Consumption Tax-free bunker
limitations to vessels sailing to
other countries, driver visas,
and financing, etc.
