encouraging millions of people around the
world to heap pressure on their national
governments to crack down on piracy.

Uluslararasi Denizcilik Birlikleri Yuvarlak
Masasi (RT) (BIMCO, Uluslararasi Denizcilik
Odasi (ICS), Uluslararasi Denizcilik Federas-
yonu (ISF), Intercargo, INTERTANKO) ile
Uluslararasi Tagimacilik Galisanlari Federas-
yonu (ITF) tarafindan 1 Mart 2011 tarihinde
baslatilan “Denizcilerimizi Kurtarin” (SOS -
Save Our Seafarers) kampanyasi, dinyanin
dért bir tarafindaki milyonlarca insani kor-
sanlara karsi siki 6nlemler alinmasi konusun-
da kendi hikiimetlerine baski yapmalari ko-
nusunda tesvik etme amacini tasiyor.

The Somali piracy crisis affects
you and every one of us worldwide.
The dramatic recent extension of
the pirates’ operating area right
across the Indian Ocean means
that there are now no alternative
routes to avoid the Somali pirate gangs, especially for tankers
coming out of the Gulf. Ship owners and seafarers are
re-evaluating their current determination to ensure that these
vital trade routes remain open, and are going to have to choose
whether to trade through this area or not.
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Merchant ships are being attacked daily, running a gauntlet of
gunfire and rocket propelled grenade attacks from armed
gangs of Somali pirates. Over 800 seafarers are currently held
hostage on their hijacked ships. Subjected to physical and
psychological abuse for months at a time, they are held ransom
for millions of dollars.

Yet even when caught red handed by naval forces, 80% of
pirates are released to attack again. Why? Because the world’s
politicians don’t realise the severity of this critical situation. The
governments give the orders. The governments hold the key to
resolving this crisis. But they seem unwilling to face reality and
act. Their brief to the naval forces is simply to deter and disrupt,
unless it involves a national interest.

Enough is enough. The Round Table of international shipping
associations (RT) and the ITF placed hard-hitting advertisements
in key major international newspapers on 1 March to kick off the
S0S Save Qur Seafarers campaign which highlights the plight of
seafarers and, with six specific requests, brings pressure to bear
on governments to show more political will and fewer legalistic
excuses in dealing with Somali piracy.

We are specifically asking for governments to recognise the
threat to our seafarers and the world economy, and take the

necessary steps to eradicate piracy at sea and ashore.

SOS SAVE OUR SEAFARERS

The RT and the ITF have launched a new website for the SOS
Save Our Seafarers campaign http://www.saveourseatfarers.comy.
Just two clicks and supporters can send a pre-prepared letter,
signed by them, to their chosen heads of government. The
website will also have up-to-the minute information on the piracy
situation, and an SOS TV page with film clips and pictures.

PIRACY IS OUT OF CONTROL

As pirates use hijacked merchant ships (so-called motherships) to
extend their reach almost to India’s coast some 1,500 miles
from Somalia, the lawlessness has spread right across the Indian
Ocean through which half the world’s oil supply passes. Tankers

Somali korsan krizi sizi ve dinyadaki herkesi olumsuz etkiliyor.
Korsanlarin faaliyet alaninin yakin zamanlarda Hint Okyanusu’na
uzanmasi, 6zellikle Kérfez’den ¢ikan tankerler icin Somalili kor-
sanlardan kagista alternatif bir yol kalmadigi anlamina geliyor.
Armatorler ve denizciler bu son derece dnemli ticaret yollarinin
actk kalmasinin teminine ydnelik mevcut kararliligr yeniden deger-
lendiriyor ve bu bdlgede ticaret yapip yapmama konusunda bir se-
¢im yapmak zorunda kalacaklarini belirtiyor.

Ticaret gemileri her giin silahli Somalili korsanlarca firlatilan ro-
ketler ve acilan ateslerle saldiriya ugruyor. 800°den fazla denizci,
halen ele gecirilen gemilerinde rehin tutuluyor. Aylarca fiziksel ve
psikolojik iskenceye maruz kalan denizciler milyonlarca dolar fid-
ye almak i¢in alikonuyor.

Korsanlar “ana gemi” denen ele gecirdikleri ticaret gemilerini kulla-
narak, erisim menzillerini Somali’nin 1,500 mil agiklarindaki Hin-
distan kiyilarina kadar genisletiyor. Kanun tanimazlik, diinya petrol
tedarikinin yarisinin gectigi Hint Okyanusu’nu da asmig durumda.
Korfez Bolgesi ve Ortadogu’dan gelen tankerler artik korsanlardan
kacamiyor. 2 milyon varil petrolle kacirilan bir tanker, ABD’ye bir
glinde yapilan petrol ihracatinin ylizde 20’sine karsilik geliyor.
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Dear Prime Minister,

URGENT NEED FOR ACTION TO ERADICATE
PIRACY OFF THE COAST OF SOMALIA AND
IN THE INDIAN OCEAN

Violent acts of piracy off the coast of Somalia and the Gulf of
Aden have spiralled out of control into the Arabian Sea and the
entire Indian Ocean. Never in history has such a vast sea area
been ceded to armed criminality. Urgent action is required by all
governments to take the necessary steps to eradicate this
unlawful scourge.

The threat to the flow of world trade is unprecedented, throttling
the Suez Canal routes as well as oil flows out of the Middle East
Gulf - 40 percent of shipborne oil passes through this area. Ship
owners have been reassessing their options. Recent reports
indicate that piracy is already costing the global economy

usd 7-12 billion per year.

There are currently more than 35 ships being held captive for
ransom with a shocking total of almost 800 seafarers held hostage.
The human cost to the captive seafarers held in appallingly
stressful conditions - including physical torture and psychological
harm - cannot be adequately calculated. The stark figures do not
include the much greater number of seafarers facing gunfire and
rocket-propelled grenades as they skilfully evade capture in the
face of increasingly determined and aggressive attacks. Loss of life
has already occurred and more is inevitable.

A significant number of warships and other military assets have
been deployed to the region. These efforts are deeply appreciated
but, in the face of the current escalation of piratical activity,
and particularly with the escalating use of captured merchant
ships as motherships to extend the pirates’ reach and capability,
these naval forces are simply insufficient in the vast expanse of
the Indian Ocean.

There is an urgent need to return law and order to one of the
most vital intersections of trading routes in the world. If nothing
is done, the world economy is at risk.

I specifically ask for your government to take the necessary steps

to eradicate piracy at sea and shore by:

® Reducing the effectiveness of the easily-identifiable pirate
motherships.

® Authorising naval forces to detain pirates and deliver them for
prosecution and punishment.

® Fully criminalising all acts of piracy and intent to commit
piracy under national laws in accordance with their
mandatory duty to co-operate to suppress piracy under
international conventions.

® [ncreasing naval assets available in this area.

® Providing greater protection and support for seafarers.

® Tracing and criminalising the organisers and financiers behind
the criminal networks.

SOMALI VE HINT OKYANUSU ACIKLARINDAKI
KORSANLIGI ORTADAN KALDIRMAK iCiN ACiL
EYLEME GECILMESINE iHTiYAC VAR

Somali ve Aden Kérfezi agiklarindaki son derece sert korsan faaliyet-
leri kontrolden cikarak Basra Korfezi ile Hint Okyanusunun tamamina
ulastl. Tarihte hichir zaman bu kadar genis bir deniz alani silahli suga
maruz kalmamisti. Tim hiikiimetlerce bu yasadisi eylemlerin ortadan
kaldirilmasina yonelik gerekli dnlemlerin acilen alinmasi gerekiyor.

Diinya ticareti Uzerindeki bu tehdidin benzeri daha 6nce gériilme-
misti. Korsan faaliyetleri, gemilerle taginan petroliin ylizde 40’inin
gectigi Stveys Kanali rotasinin yani sira, Ortadogu Kérfez Bélge-
si‘ni biytk bir sikintiya sokarak diinya ticaretini tehdit ediyor. Ar-
matorler seceneklerini yeniden degerlendiriyor. Son haberler, kor-
sanlik faaliyetlerinin halen kiiresel ekonomiye yilda 7-12 milyar
dolar zarar verdigini gosteriyor.

Halen 35'ten fazla gemi fidye icin korsanlar tarafindan ele gegiril-
mis bulunuyor ve bu gemilerde neredeyse toplam 800 denizci rehin
tutuluyor. i§|<ence ve psikolojik baski da dahil son derece stresli ko-
sullar altinda rehin tutulan denizcilerin dederi hicbir sekilde hesap-
lanamaz. Bu rakamlara, her gegen giin daha da artan kararli ve sert
saldirilar ustalikla savustururken agilan ates ve firlatilan roketlere
maruz kalan daha da fazla sayida denizci dahil degil. Bugline kadar
yasanan can kayiplari séz konusu ve bu sayinin artmasi kaginiimaz.

Onemli sayida savas gemisi ve diger askeri imkanlar bdlgeye sefer-
ber edilmis durumda ve bu cabalar biyik takdir gdrlyor. Ancak
korsanlik faaliyetlerinde son zamanlarda meydana gelen artis ve
ozellikle korsanlarin ele gecirdikleri ticaret gemilerini ana gemi
olarak kullanarak erisim mesafeleri ve kabiliyetlerini blyik oran-
larda arttirmalari karsisinda bu donanma kuvvetleri, Hint Ok-
yanusu’nun son derece genis alaninda yetersiz kaliyor.

Diinya ticaret yollarinin en dnemli kavsak noktasinda kanun ve
diizenin yeniden techiz edilmesine acil ihtiyac duyuluyor. Eder hic-
bir sey yapilmazsa, diinya ekonomisi tehlikeye girecek.

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In addition to the human cost, piracy is strangling key supply
routes and costing the global economy usd 12 billion a year.

We rely on freedom of the seas for the safe delivery of 90% of
our food, fuel, raw materials, humanitarian aid and
manufactured goods. Shipping serves international trade and
assists economic activity and therefore regional stability in
neighbouring countries. This freedom to serve world trade is
threatened.

BIMCO President, Robert Lorenz-Meyer: “It’s time for
Governments across the world to take firm action against the
pirates that attack and hijack our ships. The current practice of
releasing apprehended pirates without trial is a disgrace to our
seafarers and to the international conventions. The upholding of
international law and order is being grossly neglected.”

ITF General Secretary, David Cockroft: “'Pirates are getting
stronger, more violent and richer every day as a result of inertia
by Governments. On behalf of all the major shipping
organisations, we’re calling for help from Governments to tackle
this human and economic terror being inflicted upon innocent
seafarers. We hope that by working together and encouraging
support from the global community we can ease the current
crisis of Somali piracy.”

INTERTANKO Chairman, Capt Graham Westgarth: “Piracy is
out of control. The pirates’ extended reach through the use of
hijacked merchant ships (so-called motherships) means that for
tankers coming from the Gulf, there is no longer an optional
route to avoid the risk of hijacking - and one captured tanker
with 2 million barrels of oil represents one fifth of US daily oil
imports. Governments need to protect the world’s shipping lanes
by showing political will, not political indifference.”

Intercargo Chairman, Nicky Pappadakis: ‘'Politicians don’t
realise the severity of this crisis. Escalation affects our seafarers
first and foremost, but the potential effect on world trade and
regional stability will affect us all. Governments can no longer
afford to simply deter and disrupt the pirates.”

Chairman of ICS/ISF, Spyros M Polemis: “‘\We are drawing
to the urgent attention of governments and inter-governmental
organizations the recent deeply concerning shift in the

modus operandi of Somali pirates, particularly where

torture and murder of innocent seafarers is involved.

The impact of this growing crisis on the welfare of seafarers
and on trading patterns has to be understood by politicians
and the public alike.” B
