Every year on May 20", European Maritime Day is
celebrated across the European Union to showcase the
importance of the sea and oceans for our everyday life.
This year’s celebrations lasted for five days on 18" - 22

May in Gdansk, Poland.

celebrations, the 4" edition of the European Maritime
Day Conference, held on 19" and 20" May.

Among the guests who visited Gdansk to attend the official part
of the celebrations were, inter alia, the European Commissioner
for Maritime Affairs and Fisheries, Maria Damanaki, the
Vice-President of the European Commission responsible for
Mobility and Transport, Siim Kallas, the Secretary-General of
the International Maritime Organization, Efthimios E.
Mitropoulos, the Minister of Infrastructure of Poland, Cezary
Grabarczyk, the Undersecretary of State in the Ministry of
Infrastructure, Anna Wypych-Namiotko, the Mayor of Gdansk,
Pawel Adamowicz, and the Marshal of Pomorskie Voivodeship,
Mieczyslaw Struk.

The motto of the official part of the celebrations - the maritime
conference, held in Polish Baltic Philharmonic on the Isle of
Olowianka, was: “Putting People First”. Delegates considered
how to generate new places of work in the maritime sector and
encourage young people to choose a sea-related profession.

“"Today, maritime industries do not
find enough people with the right
qualifications, skills and
experience. This situation is not
acceptable when Europe suffers
from high levels of unemployment.
The lack of attractiveness of
maritime careers not only limits
growth in traditional sectors, but
delays the emergence of new
industries and new opportunities.”
said Maria Damanaki, the
Commissioner. “‘'We need mobility
among sectors, workplaces
mobility. If people have no chance
of transferring between sectors,
our efforts make no sense at all”
she continued. “'To this end the
European policy may prove useful.
At the very moment over 80
projects for employment increase
and development perspective for
young people are being
implemented. The “Blue Growth”
is a new initiative aiming at
breaking through the barrier
hindering the sea related potential
exploitation. We have the abilities,
we have necessary resources, what
we need is to combine the sectors
to benefit from surrounding seas
and oceans” concluded Ms
Damanaki.

“In Pomerania we have
universities that educate future
experts. Hope their potential is not
wasted” added Mieczyslaw Struk,
the Marshal of Pomorskie
Voivodeship.

On Friday, 20" May, the “people
of the sea” met during the
so-called Stakeholders Day.
Numerous panels on various
topics were held on that day.
Among other issues, stakeholders
debated on oceanographic
services, maritime sector
development opportunities, short
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Avrupa Denizcilik ve Balikgilik
fsleri Komiseri Maria Damanaki
konferansta yaptigi konusmada
sunlari sdyledi: “Glnimiizde de-
nizcilik sektdrd uygun nitelik,
beceri ve deneyime sahip perso-
nel bulmakta gliglik cekiyor.

Sektdr-
ler arasinda hareketlilik olmasi
gerekiyor. Insanlarin sektérler
arasinda transfer olma imkani
olmazsa, cabalarimiz hicbir an-
lam ifade etmez. Bu nedenle,
Avrupa politikasi bu noktada ise
yarayabilir. Halen genclere yo-
nelik istihdamin arttirilmasi ve
kalkinma perspektifi konusunda
80’den fazla proje yuratuliyor.
“Mavi Biyime’” adini verdigi-
miz yeni girisim, deniz ile ilgili
potansiyellerin kullaniimasini
dnleyen engellerin asilmasini he-
defliyor. Yeteneklerimiz var, ge-
rekli kaynaklara sahibiz.

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Since Friday everyone has had a
chance of taking part in numerous
side events held by Motlawa river.
For instance the Polish Maritime
Museum was opened free of
charge. The European Sea
Festival offered many attractions;
one could see how to make a
sailing rope or how boat builders
construct a fishing boat. The
official sail season was opened on
Saturday. The visitors could
marvel at the sailing ships parade
comprising several dozen units,
including the biggest boat of the
event - Brabander from Klaipeda
(Lithuania).

The European Maritime Day
2011 was organized in
partnership with the European
Commission, the City of Gdansk,
the Ministry of Infrastructure and
the Office of Marshal of
Pomorskie Voivodeship. Next
year Goteborg, Sweden will be
the host of the European
Maritime Day.

European Maritime Day, officially
proclaimed in a tripartite
declaration by the Presidents of
the European Commission, the
European Parliament and the
Council of the EU on 20 May
2008, aims to raise the visibility
of Maritime Europe. The previous
editions of European Maritime
Day were held in Brussels (2008), Rome (2009) and Gijon
(2010) respectively.

European Maritime Day was created as part of the 2007 EU
Integrated Maritime Policy, which aims to highlight the
interconnections between the various policies affecting the seas
and oceans and promotes the sustainable growth of maritime
sectors and regions.

Maritime Day has become the main European event where
stakeholders from a large range of maritime sectors meet and
discuss the opportunities and challenges currently facing
maritime regions and sectors across Europe: from tourism and
fisheries to maritime transport and climate change. B
