nternational Maritime and Logistics Education Panel
organized by Dokuz Eylul University (DEU) School of
Maritime Business and Management was held at Tinaztepe
Campus Cakabey Deniz Feneri Conference Hall on
October 13, 2009.

During the panel, professors from the US Kingsport and Maine
Maritime Academies, as well as the Hong Kong Polytechnic
University, presented the latest developments in maritime and
logistics education, and gave information about undergraduate
and graduate education and the facilities provided to students.
Chaired by Assoc. Prof. Okan Tuna, the panel was opened with the
inaugural speech delivered by Prof. Dr. A. Guldem Cerit, Director
of School of DEU Maritime Business and Management. Different
approaches and expectations relating to maritime education were
also among the topics discussed during the panel.
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Dokuz Eylul University School of Maritime Business and Management
organized many events as we approach end of 2009. Endeavoring to
shed light on a variety of aspects of education, socio-cultural and
sectoral fields through conferences, seminars and symposiums
organized one after the other, the school looks it really deserves the

ABD Kingspoint ve Maine Denizcilik Akademileri ile Hong Kong
Politeknik Universitesi'nin profesérleri denizcilik ve lojistik egiti-
mindeki son gelismelerini aktardiklari panelde, bu kurumlarin li-
sans ve lisansilistl 6gretimlerine ve 6grencilere sagladiklari imkan-
lara iligkin bilgiler de verildi. DEU Deniz Isletmeciligi ve Yéneti-
mi Yiiksekokulu Muduri Prof. Dr. A. Gildem Cerit'in acihs konus-
masi ile baslayan ve Dog. Dr. Okan Tuna tarafindan ydnetilen pa-
nelde degisik denizcilik egitimine iliskin yaklagimlar ve beklentiler
de tartigildi.



In her speech she delivered at the Panel, Dr. Jane Brickman,
Professor of History and Head of the Department of Humanities at
the United States Merchant Marine Academy (USMMA) in Kings
Point emphasized importance of the USMMA in maritime
education in the USA and provided information particularly about
the stages in officer education. In his speech, Prof. William
DeWitt, Maine Maritime Academy, Dean of the Loeb-Sullivan
School of International Business & Logistics, talked about the
approaches in logistics and maritime education, and stated that
excessive technical/professional approaches on one hand and
theoretical approaches on the other caused deficiencies in
undergraduates.

Koi Yu Adolf NG, Assistant Professor at Hong Kong Polytechnic
University Department of Logistics and Maritime Studies,
presented results of a study conducted with 227 graduate students
from 24 countries, studying at universities providing graduate
maritime education in Hong Kong, South Korea, Singapore,

the Netherlands and Greece. Adolf NG stated that, according to
the results, representatives of the maritime industry were not a
driving force for graduate education of students, that students
seek graduate education for monetary and career purposes, and
that differences in professional experience and culture affect
their perceptions of graduate education.

CONTRIBUTION OF WOMEN TO MARITIME INDUSTRY

The session titled “'Women at Sea”, which was organized within
the scope of the International Multidisciplinary Women’s Congress
(IMWC) that was organized by Dokuz Eylul University between
October 13 and 16, was held at Cakabey Deniz Feneri Conference
Hall of the School of Maritime Business and Management on
October 14, 2009.

Total of 800 academicians, politicians and representatives of
non-governmental organizations participated in the congress
organized with the theme “‘Change and Empowerment” to
celebrate the 75" anniversary of Turkish women’s suffrage and
right to hold elected office. A number of papers were presented
under 18 main topics and 175 sub-headings in the Turkish,
English and German languages.

Papers relating to “Women at Sea”, one of the main topics of the
Congress and for which Prof. Dr. A Guldem Cerit, member of the
National Organization Board acted as responsible for the topic,
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Amerika Birlesik Devletleri Denizcilik Akademisi (USMMA-
Kingspoint), Beseri Bilimler B8liim Baskani Prof. Dr. Jane Brick-
man konusmasinda USMMA'nin ABD denizcilik e§itimindeki éne-
mine deginerek 6zellikle zabitan egitimindeki asamalari aktardi.
Maine Denizcilik Akademisi, Loeb Uluslararasi isletmecilik ve Lo-
jistik Bolimi Dekani Prof. William DeWitt konusmasinda lojistik
ve denizcilik egitimindeki yaklasimlari tartisarak bir yandan fazla
teknik/mesleksel diger yandan ise fazla teorik olan yaklagimlarin
lisans mezunlarinin donaniminda eksiklere yol acgtigini aktardi.

Hong Kong Politeknik Universitesi, Lojistik ve Denizcilik Arastir-
malari Bélimii Ogretim Uyesi Dr. Koi You Adolf NG ise konus-
masinda lisansistl denizcilik egitimi veren Hong Kong, Glney Ko-
re, Singapur, Hollanda ve Yunanistan liniversitelerinde 24 millete
mensup 227 lisansiistli 6grencisi ile yaptigi arastirmanin sonugla-
rini aktardi. Dr. Adolf NG bu sonuglara gére denizcilik sektdrii
temsilcilerinin 6§rencilerin lisansiistl egitim yapmalarinda itici
bir glic olmadigini, 8grencilerin parasal ve mevkiye yonelik bek-
lentilerle bu editime basladiklarini ve ¢alisma tecriibeleri ile kiil-
turel farkhliklarin 6grencilerin lisanslstl egitime iligkin algilarini
etkilediginin agiklad.

SEKTORE KADINLARIN KATKISI TARTISILDI

Dokuz Eylil Universitesi biinyesinde, 13-16 Ekim 2009 tarihleri
arasinda dlzenlenen Uluslararasi Multidisipliner Kadin Kongresi
kapsaminda yer alan “Kadin ve Denizcilik” oturumu da 14 Ekim
2009 glini Deniz i§|etmeci|i§i ve Yonetimi Yiksekokulu Gakabey
Deniz Feneri Konferans Salonu'nda gerceklestirildi.

DEU Fen-Edebiyat Fakiiltesi'nce Tiirkiye'de kadinlara secme ve se-
cilme hakki verilisinin 75. yilinda “'Degisim ve Giliglenme’ temasi
ile diizenlenen kongreye, yurt disi ve yurt icinden 800 akademis-
yen, politikaci ve sivil toplum 6rgitl temsilcisi katildi, 18 ana ko-
nu ve 175 alt bashk altinda Tiirkge, ingilizce ve Almanca bildiri-
ler sunuldu.

Kongrenin ana konularindan birini olusturan ve Prof. Dr. A. Gul-
dem Cerit'in Ulusal Diizenleme Kurulu lyesi olarak tema sorumlu-
su oldugu “Kadin ve Denizcilik’” alanindaki bildiriler 2 oturumda
tartisildi. 1. oturumun baskanligini Prof. Dr. Hakki Kisi, 2. oturu-
mun bagkanligini ise ABD Kingspoint Denizcilik Akademisi profe-
sorlerinden kongrenin davetli konusmacisi Prof. Dr. Jane Brick-
man yaptilar. “Kadin ve Denizcilik” temali oturumlarda denizci-
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were discussed during 2 sessions. The first session was chaired by
Prof. Dr. Hakki Kisi, and the second by Dr. Jane Brickman,
Professor of History and Head of the Department of Humanities at
the United States Merchant Marine Academy (USMMA) in Kings
Point. Papers discussing contributions made by women to the
maritime industry and challenges of working at sea were
presented during the sessions with “Women at Sea” theme.

DEU GIVES SEAMANSHIP/OILER TRAINING TO 120
UNEMPLOYED YOUNG PEOPLE

The evaluation meeting, which was held by Dokuz Eylul
University, for the GEMES Project, which is carried out by the
Turkish Employment Organization and funded by the Republic of
the Turkey and the European Union within the scope of the
EU-Active Employment Measures Grant Scheme 2008 of the
Turkish Prime Ministry Undersecretariat of Treasury Central
Finance and Contracts Unit, was organized in Izmir.

Oguz Atik, Lecturer, Project Coordinator, who opened the
ceremony organized at the School of Maritime Business and
Management, stated that the objective of the meeting was to make
an evaluation of the Vocational Seamanship Training for Proving
Unemployed Youth Employment” (GEMES) Project, which was
scheduled to begin on December 1, 2008 and be completed by
November 31, 2009. Atik also stated that the forecastle deck
model constructed as an infrastructure for DEU within the scope
of the GEMES Project for use for training the project
beneficiaries would be introduced. Oguz Atik said, with the EURO
141 thousand project, they aimed to provide equality of
opportunity and make contributions to employment of young
people aged between 18 and 24, who completed their primary
education, are unemployed and have financial difficulties, in the
Izmir region. Within this scope, total of 120 unemployed young
people were given free of charge ratings class seamanship training
for 2 months to enable them to receive Certificate of Competency
in ordinary seamanship in the deck department and
oiler/motorman in engine department to contribute to their
employment. The project aims to achieve an employment rate of
65 per cent, and furthermore, it is also aimed to continue the
training with the contribution of the already gained infrastructure
following the completion of the project. It is also stated that the
project was supported by the Chamber of Shipping, as well as

Dokuz Eyliil Universitesiin tistlendigi, Baghakanlk Hazine Ms-
tesarligi Merkezi Finans ve Ihale Birimi'nin AB-Aktif istindam
Tedbirleri 2008 Hibe Plani kapsaminda, Avrupa Birligi ve Turki-
ye Cumhuriyeti tarafindan desteklenen ve Tirkiye i§ Kurumu tara-
findan yiritilen GEMES Projesinin degerlendirme toplantisi iz-
mir'de gergeklestirildi.

Deniz Isletmeciligi ve Yonetimi Yiiksekokulu'nda diizenlenen tore-
nin acilisini yapan Proje Koordinatori Ogretim Gorevlisi 0guz
Atik toplantinin diizenlenme amacinin 1 Aralik 2008 tarihinde
baslayip 31 Kasim 2009 tarihinde bitmesi planlanan, “issiz Geng-
lerin Istihdamina Yénelik Gemiadami Mesleki Egitimleri - GE-
MES’” Projesi'nin degerlendirmesini yapmak olarak agikladi. Top-
lanti vesilesi ile ayrica, proje yararlanicilarinin 3 dénemdir egi-
timlerinde faydalandiklari, GEMES Projesi biitcesiyle DEU'ye alt-
yap! olarak kazandiriimig olan Gemi Bas Ustli Modelinin de tani-
tilacagini belirtti. 0guz Atik 141 bin euro tutarindaki proje ile iz-
mir bélgesinde, ilk6gretimini tamamlayan issiz, ekonomik kisitli-
[1§1 olan 18-24 yas arasli genglere denizcilik sektdriine ydnelik
meslek edindirerek firsat esitligini saglamak ve istihdamlarina
katkida bulunmayi amacladiklarini belirtti. Bu kapsamda toplam-
da 120 issiz gence 2 aylik tayfa sinifi gemiadami egitimleri lcret-
siz olarak verilerek, gemilerde giiverte sinifi olan gemici ve maki-
ne sinifi olan yagci yeterlik belgeleri almalari saglanarak istihdam
edilmelerine yardimci olunuyor. Projede %65 oraninda istihdam
saglanmasi hedefleniyor ayrica, projenin bitiminden sonra kazani-
lan altyapinin da katkisiyla egitimlere devam edilmesi amaclani-
yor. Deniz Ticaret Odasi ve Deniz Calisanlari Dayanisma Dernegi
ile 13 denizcilik sirketinin de proje ortagi olarak projeye destek
verdigi belirtliyor.

WORLD MARITIME DAY AND PREVEZE NAVAL
VICTORY CELEBRATED IN IZMIR

Dokuz Eylul University School of Maritime Business and
Management organized a “World Maritime Day and Preveze
Naval Victory Celebration Conference” on October 1, 2009.

Traditionally organized by the School in the first week of every
academic year, the celebration conference was participated in by
Captain Cengiz Karabuber, Chairman of the Association of
Turkish Unlimited Masters (TURKAPDER) and Lieutenant Levent
Sezer from the Southern Sea Area Command as speakers.

First, the 2009 World Maritime Day message by retired Rear
Admiral Efthimios E. Mitropoulos, Secretary General of the
International Maritime Organization (IMO) was read at the
ceremony. The theme of the message, which was translated and
presented by Merve Oksuz, a second grade student at the School
of Maritime Business and Management, was “‘Climate Change:
A Challenge for IMO too!”

In his message, the Secretary General of IMO
specified the following responsibilities for the
maritime community: “The message is clear: to
succeed in combating climate change, we must
work together and play our part with the
seriousness that the circumstances demand. If
the problem pays no heed to man-made borders,
then neither can the solution. We all have a
responsibility to take bold, comprehensive and
coordinated action that not only jump-starts the recovery
of the planet but also launches a new era of serious and
meaningful engagement to prevent a crisis, like the one
we are facing at present, from worsening or recurring.
Working together, with a sense of responsibility for
future generations, the agreements the Copenhagen
Conference will be able to make later this year can have
genuine and lasting value.”

In his speech titled “'Professional Values of Seafarers”,
Captain Cengiz Karabuber expressed the importance of
marine customs and traditions. Lieutenant Levent
Sezer, who made a presentation titled “'Preveze Naval
Victory and its place in the history of Turks”, presented
the life stories of Barbaros Hayrettin Pasha and his
family full of heroism, and talked about the importance
of the Preveze Naval Victory. Lieutenant Sezer said the
Victory was a magnificent result of both strategy and
tactical planning, and emphasized that the Victory was a ]
great example in the world naval warfare history. B )
