RMK Marine had been awarded
the contract for the tender held
for construction of four “Coast
Guard Search & Rescue” ships
back in 2006 and become the
fist private sector shipyard to
undertake the biggest combat
ship project in the history of the
Turkish private sector.

signed in 2007. RMK Marine
had also built two naval logistics
ships named TCG Alb. Hakki
BURAK and TCG Yzb. Ihsan
TOLUNAY and delivered to the
Turkish Naval Forces in 2000. 

The yard plans to deliver
“DOST”, the first of four Coast
Guard Search & Rescue ships, in
2009, and her sister ships
named “UMUT”, “YASAM”
and “GUVEN” in 2012. Ships
will be used for search and
rescue operations, as well as
patrolling, anti-smuggling, fire
fighting and prevention of
marine pollution operations.
RMK Marine not only aims
construction of vessels, but also
improvement of its team of
technicians and engineers to
enable the yard to design
combat ships and build original
specialized vessels within the
framework of the Coast Guard
Search & Rescue project. Within
this scope, total of 50
technicians and engineers
received 1,128 hours of training
during the past 17 months. 

Following delivery of ships, the
yard also aims to provide long-
term logistics support and
provide all maintenance services.

To do this, they should pay
the annual fee ranging between
TL 400 and TL 3,200 depending
on the length of boats.” 

Stating that the Show had a
great success in 2009, Mr.
Serkan Tiglioglu, General
Manager, NTSR Exhibitions,
said: “We had a great
achievement by exhibiting boats
on sea. We have instantly risen
to high levels in Europe. We now
aim to rank among the top 5
boat shows in Europe next year.

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E vyap Port continues
growing in spite of the

financial crisis. Bugra Bilginer,
Sales and Marketing Manager
of the port, stated that their
new investment plans were
underway. Bilginer said, “We
plan to add 400 meters to our
existing 350-meter terminal.
We also consider extending the
length of our quay from 200
meters to 378 meters. Thus,
our container storage capacity
will be more than doubled,
reaching to some 1 and a half
million TEUs.”

Stating that they aim to
complete the project within a
period of 2 years, Bilginer
added that they became 
a container terminal by
exceeding 100 thousand TEUs
in 2008 and that they aimed to
continue their growth by
doubling the capacity in 2009
and 2010. “There is total of
25 per cent decrease in
business volume in Turkey.
But, on the contrary, our

business volume has increased
to a large extent. As Evyap
Port, we have achieved a boom
conforming to our budget this
year. The capacity in the
region was somewhat low in
this region, and we have filled
in this gap,” Bilginer said. 

Bilginer also said that, having
started the port business back
in 2003 with the tank
terminal, Evyap was a
medium-scale port in Turkey,
even it could be considered
among big ones. However,
according to him, compared to
the world, ports in Turkey
could be considered rather
small. He believes that this is a
result of lack of due care and
attention paid to port
operations in our country. 

Providing services on 15 lines
in 2009 with three terminals
and a capacity of 600,000
TEUs, Evyap Port provides
facilities to Industrialists in
Kocaeli and on the Asian side
of Istanbul. 

E vyap Port finansal krize ra¤-
men ifllerini artt›rarak yoluna

devam ediyor. Liman›n Sat›fl ve
Pazarlama Müdürü Bu¤ra Bilgi-
ner, yeni yat›r›m planlar›n›n 
devam etti¤ini belirtirken konuyla
ilgili olarak flunlar› söylüyor: “Li-
man›m›zda bulunan 350 metrelik
terminale ek olarak bir 400 metre
daha eklemeyi planl›yoruz. Mev-
cut 200 metrelik iskelemizi, 378
metreye uzatmay› düflünüyoruz.
Böylelikle konteyner depolama
kapasitemiz iki kat›ndan daha faz-
la art›yor ve bu planla toplam 
1 buçuk milyon teu gibi bir kapa-
siteye ulafl›yoruz.”

Hedeflerinin bunu 2 sene içerisin-
de gerçeklefltirmek oldu¤unu ifade
eden Bilginer, ilk olarak 2008 y›-
l›nda elleçlemede 100 bin teu’yu
aflarak konteyner terminali olduk-
lar›n› ve amaçlar›n›n 2009 ve
2010 y›llar›nda bu durumu ikifler
ikifler katlayarak devam etmeye
odakland›¤›n› belirtiyor. Bilginer,
“Tüm Türkiye ortalamas›nda flu
an %25’lik bir ifl azalmas› var.
Biz de ise tam tersine art›fl var flu

anda. Evyap Port olarak bu sene
de bütçemize uygun bir flekilde bir
ç›k›fl yakalad›k gidiyoruz. Bu böl-
gede zaten kapasite azl›¤› vard› ve
biz de bu ihtiyaca cevap vermifl ol-
duk .” fleklinde konufluyor. 

2003 y›l›nda liman iflletmecili¤ine
tank terminali ile bafllayan Ev-
yap’›n Türkiye ölçe¤inde orta öl-
çekli bir liman oldu¤unu hatta da-
ha büyükler aras›nda say›labilece-
¤ini sözlerine ekleyen Bilginer,
dünya limanc›l›¤›n›n yan›nda hala
Türkiye’deki limanlar›n küçük sa-
y›ld›¤›n› belirtiyor. Bunun da ülke-
mizde limanc›l›¤a yeteri kadar
önem verilmemesinden kaynaklan-
d›¤›n› vurguluyor.

T he last two of a series of five
“number 4” city line ferries,

“BEYKOZ” and “SARIYER”,
which will be used on the
Bosphorus line in Istanbul, were
commissioned with a ceremony
that was held with the
participation of the Turkish
Prime Minister Recep Tayyip
Erdogan on October 10, 2009. 

The project has been completed
with the launch of the ferries
chosen and tested by the
Istanbulians within the scope of
the “Choose your ferry!”
campaign conducted by IDO.
Both ferries have been included
in the city line fleet. Following
“FATIH”, “BEYOGLU” and
“KADIKOY” ferries, now
“BEYKOZ” and “SARIYER”
have met the waters of 

the Sea of Marmara. 

All new City Line Ferries, which
have become a symbol of
Istanbul, were built at Turkish
yards by Turkish engineers.
Both ferries have the same
technical specifications as those
of the previous ones. “FATIH”,
the first ferry that was built at
Celiktrans Shipyard in Tuzla,
was delivered to IDO on
January 31, 2009. With an
overall length of 68 meters and
breadth of 13 meters, the
ferries have 1,800 passenger
capacity and a service speed of
14 knots. 

Equipped with the world’s most
state-of-the art maneuvering
technologies and capabilities,
the new ferries are able to
complete their services in
