I believe we are expected to talk
about the vision of Ministry of
Transport which I will do so.

But before that I would like to draw
your attention to the economic
developments and potential of
Turkey.

Whatever short-term difficulties
Turkey faces, I believe the country’s
long-term economic prospect is good.

Economic reforms carried out in
recent years increased the export of
processed foods, textiles, motor
vehicles and consumer durables.
Considerable investments in tourism,
the revitalization of banking and
upgraded transportation facilities will

allow Turkey to better compete in the international services
market in the coming years.

Recent developments in the world economy show that the worst
days of the crisis have been left behind and this crisis will
eventually end. Economic indicators of the Turkish economy have
the good signals for the future as well. The expected growth rate
of Turkish economy in 2010 is 3.5 percent and GDP per capita
is expected to exceed 13,000 US Dollars.

On the other hand, the trade volume of the Turkish economy
in 2010 is expected to increase to its level of the year before
the crisis.

A serious transport infrastructure programs within last 6 years
has been launched in order to meet the growing transport
demands in Turkey. I will very briefly give some information
about the transport sector of Turkey as a candidate country to
the European Union and about the vision of Ministry of
Transport for 2023.

I firmly believe that transport infrastructure investments
promote economic growth at the regional as well as local levels.
Empirical research proves the increasing returns of transport
investments in the long-run growth of a country.

In today’s interdependent and interconnected world, transport
sector is vitally important for a country’s development in every
means.

TRANSPORT POLICY, VISION AND INVESTMENT
PLANS FOR 2023

Road Transport

Linked closely to the distribution chain of logistics, transport
sector in Turkey has been rapidly developing for the last five
years. Logistics had been previously maintained by public-owned
maritime, railway and civil aviation firms and unregulated road
transport sector.

As a result of new legislative changes and practices started in
2003, a huge logistics sector is expected to emerge in the next
ten years.

Logistics is growing each year between 7-10 percent in Europe,
15 percent in America, whereas the growth rate is 20 percent in
Asia and Turkey. It is certain that logistics will be one of the
most competitive markets in Turkey following these significant
growth rates.

As the Ministry of Transport, our huge investments in railway
sector, privatization works in ports and new licensing system in
the road transport are all intended to create a competitive
logistics market.

In this perspective, the projects to establish 12 logistics villages
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6nemli yatirimlar, bankacilik sektdriiniin yeniden canlandiriimasi
ve gelistirilen ulasim imkanlari 6niimiizdeki yillarda Tilrkiye’nin
uluslararasi hizmet piyasasinda daha iyi rekabet etmesine imkan
saglayacak.

Diinya ekonomisinde son zamanlarda yasanan gelismeler krizin en
kot glnlerinin geride kaldigini ve bu krizin en nihayetinde sona
erecegini gosteriyor. Tlirk ekonomisinin ekonomik gostergeleri de
gelecek igin iyi sinyaller veriyor. 2010 yilinda Tiirk ekonomisinde
beklenen biliylime orani yiizde 3.5 ve kisi basina diisen GSMH’nin
ise 13,000 dolari asmasi bekleniyor.

Diger yandan Tiirk ekonomisinin ticaret hacminin 2010 yilinda ar-
tarak kriz dncesindeki seviyesine dénmesi bekleniyor.

Tilrkiye’de artan ulastirma ihtiyacini karsilamaya ydnelik olarak
son 6 yildir ulastirma altyapisina yénelik bir dizi program uygula-
maya kondu. Avrupa Birligi‘ne aday bir olarak Tlrkiye'nin ulastir-
ma sektdri ile Ulastirma Bakanhgi'nin 2023 vizyonu hakkinda ki-
saca bazi bilgiler verecegim.

Ulastirma altyapisina ydnelik olarak yapilan yatirimlarin ekono-
mik blylmeyi hem bélgesel hem de yerel seviyede gelistirdigine
kuvvetle inaniyorum. Deneysel arastirmalar, ulastirma yatirimla-
rinin Glkenin uzun vadeli biylimesinde her gegen giin artan ka-
zanclar sagladigini ortaya koyuyor.

Guntmuzin karsilikli olarak birbirine bagimli ve baglantili diinya-
sinda ulastirma sektéri, bir llkenin gelisimi i¢in her agidan haya-
ti 6neme sahip. Bu nedenle 6nimiizdeki yillarda ulastirma altya-
pisina yonelik harcamalarimizi arttirmaya devam edecegiz.

2023 iCIN ULASTIRMA POLITIKASI, VIZYONU VE
YATIRIM PLANLARI

Karayolu Tasimacilig

Lojistik dagitim zincirine yakin bir sekilde bagli olan Tirkiye’deki
ulastirma sektérii son bes yildir hizli bir gelisim gdsterdi. Lojistik
hizmetleri daha 6nce denizcilik ve demiryolu alanlarinda devlet te-
sekkilleri ve sivil havacilik kuruluglarinin yani sira diizenlenme-
mis karayolu tagimaciligi sektdrii tarafindan veriliyordu.

Mevzuatta yapilan yeni dedisiklikler ile 2003 yilinda baslatilan
uygulamalarin bir sonucu olarak 6niimizdeki 10 yil icerisinde de-
vasa bir lojistik sektdriiniin ortaya cikmasi bekleniyor.

Lojistik sektérii her yil Avrupa’da ylizde 1-10, Amerika’da ylizde
15 blylirken, Asya ve Tirkiye’de bu oran ylzde 20 civarinda. Bu
kayda deger biylime oranlarindan sonra lojistik sektoriintiin Tlrki-
ye’deki en rekabetgi piyasalardan biri haline gelmesi kesin.

Ulastirma Bakanligi olarak demiryolu sektériine yaptigimiz blytk
yatirimlar, limanlarla iligkili olarak gerceklestirilen 6zellestirme
calismalari ve karayolu tasimaciligina getirilen yeni lisanslama
sisteminin amaci rekabetci bir lojistik piyasasinin yaratiimasidir.

Bu agidan tamami karayolu ve demiryolu agina bagl 12 lojistik
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all connected to road and rail network still continue and one of
them, Samsun Logistics Center, has already been opened.

At this point, I would like to refer to some of the conclusion

remarks of the 10th Transport Forum on the road transport:

* The length of divided roads will be increased to 32,000 km,

e All ports and industrial zones will be connected to road and
rail network,

e South-North road corridors will be improved by road quality,

e 12 new highway projects (totally 4,773 kilometers) will be
constructed by the year 2023

MARITIME SECTOR

Besides the logistics, maritime sector has been increasing its role
in Turkish economy due to Turkey’s unique geographical position.
More than 87 percent of our foreign trade is carried out through
the sea transport.

More than 87 percent of our foreign trade is carried out through
the sea transport. We have 176 port facilities which are open to
international traffic and subject to ISPS code.

According to 2023 predictions, a port capacity which is able to
handle 500 million ton dry cargo, 350 million ton liquid cargo
and 32 million teu will be needed. Total number of containers
handled in Turkish ports in 2008 is approximately 5.2 million
teu which was increased by four times since 1999 (1.2 million
teu). The containerization rate of Turkey in recent years is two
times more than the world average.

Efforts have been devoted to the development of ports and
creating new facilities and capacities as well as increasing the
productivity which is another way of extra capacity. On this
basis, privatization is one of the essential
policies of the government.

One of the new maritime projects
of the Ministry of Transport:
the Port of Candarh.

The decision to construct a port in
Candarli Gulf was made in 1993. Since
large tonnage vessels are unable to berth
at the Port of Izmir, the goods carried by
these large vessels are later distributed
by feeder ships to Turkish market as well
as its hinterland through the eastern
Mediterranean, Aegean and Black Sea
ports.

The feasibility studies, environmental
impact assessment, tender specifications
and other issues related to the project
were already completed at EU standards
and norms. However, the tender process
has not started yet.

DENIZCILIK SEKTORU

Lojistik sektoriiniin yani sira denizcilik sektori de Tlrkiye’nin ben-
zersiz cografi konumu nedeniyle tilke ekonomisindeki roliinli gelis-
tirdi. Dis ticaretimizin ylizde 87’den fazlasi deniz yoluyla tasiniyor.

Ta-
mami uluslararasi trafige agik ve ISPS koduna tabi 176 liman te-
sisine sahibiz.

2023 tahminlerine gére 500 milyon ton kuru yiik, 350 milyon ton
sivi yik ve 32 milyon teu konteyner ellecleyebilecek bir liman ka-
pasitesine ihtiyac olacak. 2008 yilinda Tirkiye limanlarinda ellec-
lenen toplam konteyner sayisi yaklagik 5.2 milyon teu ve bu rakam
1999 yili rakamlarindan (1.2 milyon teu) dort kat daha fazla. Tir-
kiye’nin konteynerlesme orani son yillarda diinya ortalamasinin iki
katina ulasti.

Limanlarin gelistirilmesi, yeni tesisler olusturulmasi ve ayrica faz-
ladan kapasitenin baska bir sekli olan verimliligin arttirilmasina
yonelik calismalar gerceklestiriliyor.

Candarli Kdrfezi‘nde yeni bir liman insa edil-
mesi karari 1993 yilinda verilmisti. izmir li-
manina buyiik tonajli gemilerin yanasama-
masi nedeniyle, bu tiir gemilerle taginan ytik-
ler Tlrkiye piyasasina ve Dogu Akdeniz, Ege
ve Karadeniz limanlari lizerinden hinterlan-
dina dagitimi daha sonra feeder gemileriyle
gergeklestiriliyor.

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The intention is to build the breakwater and some other
infrastructures by the state and then let the rest done on B.0.T.
basis by the private entrepreneurs.

The breakwater jetty of the Candarli Port will be 800 meters
long. The dock depth will be as deep as 40 meters and the total
dock length is planned to be 2,000 meters (2 km).

Once completed, even ships over 200,000 dwt will be able to
berth in the port. Potential container capacity is planned to
reach to 12 million teu phase by phase. The port which will also
have a railway and road connection is expected to be operational
by the year 2012.

Another project is a planned new port at Zonguldak/Filyos on the
Western Black Sea Coast. The Filyos project will create a
capacity of 9 million tones a year in the first three years of the
investment period rising to 25 million within ten years. The port
will accommodate bulk and container vessels providing deep
berths. It will also serve as a free trade zone including an
industrial area and a thermal power plant which will be
established nearby.

In recent years, several customs legislations have been modified
in Turkey in order to implement short sea shipping which is one
of the important EU projects, and remove the obstacles before
the transit and cabotage container transport. The capacity and
success the Port of Ambarli reached, shows the good results of
these amendments.

Turkey’s transport infrastructure is growing as a whole. Huge
projects are under construction. Marmaray Tube Tunnel and a
second tube next to Marmaray for vehicles only, a number of
railway projects, international rail connections like Kars-Tbilisi-
Baku, new railway connections to Syrian and Iraqi borders and
other Middle East destinations, road and rail connections to Iran
as well as ferry connections at the Black Sea towards Russia and
Ukraine for train and Ro-Ro services are good indicators of
Turkey’s future transport system.”

Filyos projesi yatirimin ilk
t¢ yilinda yilda 9 milyon ton kapasite yaratacak ve 10 yillik bir sii-
reg icerisinde 25 milyona ulasacak. Liman derin rihtimlariyla dék-
me ylik gemileri ve konteyner gemilerine hizmet verecek. Ayni za-
manda bir serbest ticaret bdlgesi olarak da hizmet verecek olan li-
man, yakinlarinda insa edilecek bir termal elektrik santraline de
lojistik hizmet sunacak.

Son yillarda Turkiye’de, AB’nin 6nemli projelerinden biri olan ki-
sayol deniz tasimaciliginin uygulamaya konmasina ve transit ve
kabotaj konteyner tagsimaciliginin 6ntindeki bazi engellerin kaldi-
rilmasina yénelik olarak birkag glimrik mevzuatinda degisiklikler
yapildi. Ambarli Limaninin kapasite ve basarisi bu dedisikliklerin
iyi sonuglari oldugunu gdsteriyor.
